A BILL TOBEENTITLED
AN ACT TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FLEXIBILITY STATEWIDE IN ADOPTING THE
SCHOOL CALENDAR.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 115C-84.2(d) reads as rewritten:

"(d)  Opening and Closing Dates. — Local boards of education shall determine the dates of
opening and closing the public schools under subdivision (a)(1) of this section. Except for
year-round schools, the opening date for students shall be no earlier than the-Monday-closest-to
August—%—August 10, and the closmg date for students shaII be no Iater than the Frlday closest

date if necessary in order to comply with the mlnlmum requwements for mstructlonal days or
instructional time. it

The required opening and closing dates under this subsection shall not apply to any school
that a local board designated as having a modified calendar for the 2003-2004 school year or to
any school that was part of a planned program in the 2003-2004 school year for a system of
modified calendar schools, so long as the school operates under a modified calendar."

SECTION 2. The Department of Public Instruction shall study the effects of this act
on student outcomes. The study shall include effects on student achievement, student growth,
student attendance, and any other factors the Department deems relevant. The Department shall
collect information from each local school administrative unit, shall collaborate with local boards
of education in undertaking its study, and shall provide a report of the results of the study to the
Joint Legislative Education Oversight Committee on or before December 15, 2022. There is
appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of Public Instruction the sum of one
hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) in nonrecurring funds for the 2021-2022 fiscal year to fund
this study.

SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law and applies beginning with
the 2021-2022 school year.
