The Joint Appropriations Subcommittee on Justice and Public Safety met on February
23,1999 at 8:30AM in room 612 LOB. Four Senators were present. The following
members of the House were present:

Rep. William Cunningham

Senator Luther Jordan chaired the meeting. He began by introducing the pages and
having all members, staff, and agency representatives introduce themselves. A handout
was distributed titled Justice and Public Safety Appropriations Team Staff Assignments.
It is attached.

Mr. Jim Mills, staff explained the appropriations committee process/role of staff (see
handout). The committee will go through the continuation budget before the expansion
budget.

Senator Jordan announced that the committee would meet again at 1:30PM on February
23, 1999.

Mr. Charles Perusse, staff, spoke about Justice and Public Safety key fiscal information,
see handout.

Rep. Kiser asked how much money of the $131.7 million was transferred in from other
agencies and were their budgets trimmed accordingly. Mr. Mills answer that $94.6
million was in the Division for Youth Services, $22.1 million was from Juvenile
Probation and after care and $14.9 million was in the Juvenile Justice reserve.

In response to a question from Rep. Kiser, Mr. Mills said that $720,000 was allocated for
the new Juvenile Information system. Staff will provide an overview of the Office of
Juvenile Justice early in the meetings.

Sen. East requested a breakdown of Juvenile Justice positions.

Mr. Charles Perusse continued to discuss the Justice and Public Safety handout. In
response to a question by Sen. Ballance, there has been some streamlining of the
personnel size, see page 4 of handout. Again in response to Sen. Ballance, employees in
private prisons are not on North Carolina’s payroll. In response to Rep. Kiser, Mr.
Perusse said the prison population continues to grow and has a result we have more
employees in Corrections. In response to Rep. Sexton, the Tarheel Challenge Program
maxes out in three years.



Mr. Mills then went through the expected budget related reports that would be received in
the committee.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:40AM.

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APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE PROCESS/ROLE OF STAFF

Continuation and Expansion Budget

Continuation Budget is the recommended funding to carry on the
operations of programs at the level of support previously approved by
the General Assembly. Allowable increases from previous funding
levels include inflation, annualization of programs funded part year in
the previous fiscal year and operating funding for newly completed
facilities.

The Subcommittee reviews the continuation budget of each department
and identifies areas for possible budget reduction/increase or policy
change.

Continuation budget process lasts approximately 6 to 8 weeks
(1999 Schedule to be determined)

Expansion Budget is normally reviewed by the Subcommittee after the
Continuation budget — Expansion includes new programs; expansion of
existing programs; or permanently funding programs originally funded
as pilots or with one time funding.

Expansion items include members bills or suggestions; Governor’s
recommendations; and, expansion requests by the Department of Justice
and the Judicial Department, which are submitted separately from the
Governors budget. '

Role of Fiscal Staff

¢ Budget and Policy Analysis -- Review continuation and expansion
budgets for each department with State Budget staff and departmental
staff prior to Subcommittee review. Analysts will then highlight for
Subcommittee discussion the following: (1) cost components of
each major program (staffing, contracts etc); (2 ) recent reductions or
expansion of these programs; (3) the details of the major budget
changes proposed by the Governor for 1999-2001; and, (4) other
budgetary or policy options. During this process, analysts will



d

conduct further analysis of budget and policy issues identified by
members. Q

¢ “Flagging ” of budget issues — Since votes on budget reductions or
increases are generally not taken until later in the subcommittee
process, Subcommittee members will flag budget items for further
information and review. The fiscal staff will keep track of flagged
items and go through a final ‘Flag” list when requested by the
Subcommittee chairs, usually after all JPS Departments have been
reviewed.

o Special Budget Provisions — As budget issues are discussed and
decisions are considered, members may suggest special language that
directs certain policy actions and/or specifies how budgeted monies
are to be used. These “special provisions”are drafted by Bill
Drafting staff in consultation with members and fiscal staff.

e Coordination/ Followup -- Fiscal staff also coordinate daily
meetings and agenda with subcommittee chairs; develop and track
subcommittee schedules for chairs; work with departments and State
Budget to answer members’ general information requests, both for *
individual members and for the Subcommittee; and, prepare the
Subcommittee budget reports.

e Fiscal Notes --JPS Fiscal staff also prepare fiscal notes on all

criminal penalty bills since these bills affect prison incarceration rates
and on other criminal justice bills if requested

Role of Other Staff

e General Assembly Bill Drafting Staff — Assist members with
research on legal issues affecting Subcommittee deliberations and
assist members in writing special budget provisions. Two bill drafters
are normally assigned to the JPS subcommittee.

e Departmental Staff — Departments will answer members questions
during committee meetings and work with fiscal staff to obtain
additional information if needed. Departments may also make ‘




presentations on budget issues and on studies required by the General
Assembly.

o Office of State Budget and Management and Office of State
Planning — State Budget will assist members and fiscal staff with
information on departmental budgets and programs. State Planning
acts as a resource on program budgeting and departmental
performance measures.

More
performance measures will be provided for the committee for their review.

Senator Ballance said the committee and the agencies need to look more at a program to
enhance aid to juvenile substance abusers. Mr. Larry Dix from the office of Juvenile
Justice agreed saying they have to develop a plan for that.

Senator Jordan requested further questions and/or comments. As there were none, he
adjourned the meeting at 3PM.

Marilyn stated that The Department of
Crime Control and Public Safety is responsible for implementing a state wide crime
control program and also preparing for and responding to natural and man made disasters.
Marilyn also state that there are eleven divisions within the department and the total
budget for the department including federal, state and highway funds is four hundred and
seventy one point nine million dollars. Of this amount three hundred and twenty six
point six million is general fund and the remaining one forty five point three million are
highway funds. Only thirty six point eight million of the general fund is state
appropriations. Marilyn then continued on with the trend data in the hand out. (See
Attached). ‘

The Co-Chairman then recognized Jim Mills with fiscal staff to give an overview of
Budgetary and Policy Trends for the Department of Correction/Community Corrections
starting with the net state appropriation fund budget. (See Attached) Jim Mills stated



that there are a lot of positions but the growth had been relatively flat the last four years
and that the Budget numbers are driven by the Prison System.

Elisa Wolper followed up on the other major piece of the Department with the Division
of Community Corrections, which was formerly the Adult Probation and Parole. The
Key Budget Issues of 1997-1999 and 1999-2001 (See Attached).

The meeting of the Joint Appropriations Subcommittee on Justice and
Public Safety was held in Room 612 in the Legislative Office Building at
2:30 p.m. o

The members of the Committee are Representatives Paul McCrary, Co-
Chairman, presiding Ted Kinney Co-Chair; Representative Bill Culpepper;
Co-Chair also included in the meeting was Representative Phillip Haire,
Representative Debbie Clary, Representative Wayne Sexton, Representative
Larry Justice, Representative Joe Kiser, Representative Scott Thomas and
Representative Jim Horn. On the Senate side Senators Luther Jordon
Chairman; Frank Balance, John Carrington, and Don East.

Co-Chairman McCrary recognized The Honorable Judge Thomas Ross to
give an overview of Structured Sentencing. Judge Ross is the Chairman of
the NC Sentencing and Policy Commission. He shared with the Committee
where we are today in structure sentencing. That the Criminal Sentencing
Policy is now in balance, because of adequate prison resources. Judge Ross
also stated that the system is stable.

Judge Ross shared with the Committee the Philosophy of structured
sentencing and how it works. (See Attached). He also shared with the
Committee the percentages of sentences served for felonies using slides,
distribution of Felons by prior record level, impact/average percentage
of sentence served, Scale/structured sentencing, he noted that the average
months served in prison is 24 months and that it has dropped to 16 months.



With slides Judge Ross shared with the Committee s the role of the
Sentencing Commission, through monitoring, impact analysis,
recommending modifications and Juvenile Justice Issues.

Judge Ross followed up by giving his opinion and statement about what
the keys of Structured Sentencing have been 1) By-Partisan Support
2)Use of Computer Simulation model 3) Preservation of Discretion
4)That the program of Structured Sentencing has been Nationally
Recognized.

Judge Ross stated that they are an Independent Agency that monitors the
system and collects a lot of data about what is happening in the Court
System, what is happening in Sentencing and what is happening with
Offenders. That the Commission puts out Monitoring Reports every year
about how the system is functioning.

The last item that Judge Ross shared with the Committee that is new to
the Advisory Commission is the Juvenile Justice Reform Act as well as the
Budget Documents. They will be using the same kind of projections they
have been using for the adults.

Representative Kiser was recognized by the Chairman and shared his
concerns regarding that he has been told that there are enough prison beds at
this time, that we have 75 of our prisons that are operating over prison
capacities over 4,000 inmates above standard operating capacities in
February. This bothers him that we float the number so we can make it
match what ever the prison population might be. Judge Ross shared with
Rep. Kiser that this is true from the reports and will get some more
information for him.

The meeting adjourned until Thursday February 25, at 8:30 a.m.
