REP. DOCKMAN: No, Mr. Chairman. Thank
you very much.

THE CHAIRMAN: Thank you. And Rep.
Dollar will be joining us shortly.' The outline of
today's--oh, pardon me. I do need to introduce our
Sergeant at Arms, Carlton Adams. I apologize, Mr.
Claris, I can't read your first name. I apologize.
Young Bae R.L. Carter and Ken Kirby. So thank you
for being here with us today.

Ladies and gentlemen, the agenda for
today will be--first will be a discussion of the
public hearing process. Much work has gone into
already securing the sites and making the
preparations for.the public hearing process. The
Chair will give you a brief overview and then
introduce Erika Churchill to f£ill in what I may
have missed.

We are, of course, required by law, but
also bound by our duty to seek out information from
the general public into their expectations and
concerns about the redistricting process. We have
gone through and selected sites that will hold--and
that we will actually hold live redistricting town

hall-type meetings. Those meetings will be
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videoconferenced, which means everyone at every
site will see and hear and be ablé to interact with
each other at the same time. Also anyone at home
so interested will be able to watéh it online at
nearly every site that we have. We will also ke
able to tape, or reccrd, I guess is the correct
terminology, the input from the public.

We have also set up online a way for the
public to write in to us via our General Assembly
website to share the concerns that they have that
way. BAnd also, we will be accepting all written,
via mail or e-mail, communications that come
forwafd, And Ms. Erika Churchill will be our
point--our point person on that.

With that, let me yield briefly, and see
if I should have explained anything a little more
fully, to Ms. Churchill.  You have the floor.

MS. CHURCHILL: Good afternoon. You
should have in your notebooks a tentative schedule
that is dated March 30th, 2011, of the public
hearing sites that Rep. Lewis mentioned. Please
note that this is a tentative list. We are still
in the process of securing a handful of locations.

We are almost there. For trying to explain, the .
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bolding means nothing. It's simply something to
the technological people to. know that that is the
center gite. All of the sites will be connected
via videoconference, meaning anyone who shows up at
any one 6f the sites will be able to speak and have
their oral comments submitted to the public record. .

In addition to appearing at a public
hearing to submit comment for the public record,
any individual can go online and submit a comment
via the General Assembly wébsite. That address and
form is ﬁp above. They can also mail any written
comments that they waﬁt to the research division
and attention to myself or just "redistricting."

With respect to the public hearings,
sign-up will be in advance. You should also have a
sheet entitled "Public hearing guidelines" in your
notebooks. The speakers will need to sign up in
advance. They will be limited to five minutes
each. Online sign-up is available in advance five
days before each hearing. It is sign-up by hearing
site. The online sign-up will be limited to
twenty-four speakers and then it will be cut off,
or within twenty—four hours of the hearing,

whichever occurs first. There will be, in addition
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to that, sign-up onsite at éach hearing for up to
twelve speakers or--and the hearings will be
limited to three hours. If a speakér is not
present when their name is called by the presiding
chair, they wiil be'skipped at that time. It is up
to the chairman of that hearing if they want to.go
back and ask for them to speak in addition to that.

THE CHAIRMAN: Rep. Rapp?

REP. RAPP: Thank you, Mr. Chair. I
just want to--I'm just looking, for example, at the
bottom of the sheet on Page 1 where it says
Buncombe County, April 30th, Saturday, four. Does
that mean the live hearing will be held at UNC
Asheville with the locations, live, interactive
telecommunications at the other sites? Or will
these be separate sites with live hearings going
on?

THE CHAIR: Rep. Rapp, what that means,
each site will be linked up to have complete
videoconference capability. The.best way to think
about .it is the sites in bold will be the sites
where we send the court reporter. In other words,
we won't have the expense of having a court

reporter at all three sites, because everybody will
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be able to hear what--what is going on.

~ And to add to what Ms. Chgrchill says,
it,is——it is the intention of the chairs to attend
as many of these sites as possible. There--we
encourage all of tﬁe members to attend the sites,
as well. There may--there may be a time when--when
we have to call upon one of the members to actually
preside at a site if one of the chairs is not able
to be there.

‘ I saw Rep. Hackney's hand next. Rep.

Héckney? | .

REP. HACKNEY: Question of the Chair.
Did I understand that we are proposing--that you
are proposing to limit the speakeré to twelve and
to limit online comments, as well? 1Is that--did I
misunderstand that?

THE CHAIR: No, sir. That was--that is
not our intent. We are going to have three-hour
blocks of time. We are going to let folks sign up
in advance online. The first twenty;four folks
that sign up are guaranteed a slot to speak. We
also will have sign-up on site for--for--for one
hour in advance, which means if you did not--if you

were not one of the first twenty-four to sign up to
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speak, you can still sign up to speak on site.

The comménts that are submitted online
are unlimited and will be received all the way
through this--all the way through this process.
They will be open and available for all members of
the committee to view. And the chairs have made a.
commitment to review them all at least once a week.

Did that answer your inquiry, sir?

REP. HACKNEY: Well, yes, thank you.
What was the comment made about limiting online? I
know I héard something about that. Was—-did--

THE CHAIR: Yes, sir.

REP. HACKNEY: Will you clarify that,
Ms. Churchill or the Chair?

THE CHAIR: The Chair will--the Chair
will attempt that, Rep. Hackney. The only--what
Ms.~--what Ms. Churchill said is the day before the
actual public hearing ,at five o'clock, at--

MS. CHURCHILL: Twenty-four hours in
advance.

THE CHAIR: Twenty-four hours in advance
of the start time of the public hearing we will
close the online sign-up. That is just to allow

time to print the forms to make sure we know who's
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going to be there. But again, if you miss that
window, you can still sign up on site live
yourself.

Yes, sir. You're recognized.

REP. HACKNEY: And I'd like to put the
following in the record, since the record is now
open, I take it. We have--have made requests of
the speaker for four of our most experienced
redistricting people, Reps. Alexander and Ms. Shaw
and Martin and Hare to be on this committee. And I
woﬁldhjust like to put in the record that repeated
requests were made for those people to be on the
committee, and that that request has been denied.
Thank you;

THE CHAIR: Thank you, Rep. Hackney. I
saw Rep. Bryant's hand.

REP. BRYANT: Thank you, Mr. Chair. I
was trying to get some questions answered about the
hearings. For the hearings that are not in the
bold, does that mean that we will be sitting there
watching the proceedings at the other location?
And I was just curious as to how come we're doing
that versus hearing the speakers at the location

where we're at.
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THE CHAIR: Actually, Rep. Bryant, all
of the sites will be treated equally. Everyone

will be able to offer their input at the location

.they're at. They'll be able to hear the input

offered at the location that they're at and the
input offered at all the other sites that are being
conducted simultaneously. The sites that are in
bold are the sites that we're going to send the
court reporter to.

But each site will étand on its own.
Each site will have a chair ana each site--the
input from each site will counf the same and wiil
be heard and shared in the exact same way.

REP. BRYANT: Follow-up, Mr. Chair?

THE CHAIR: You're recognized.

REP. BRYANT: I haven't been in this--
it's been--I think one time I'vé been in this
situation with this remote process, and I just want
to ask you all to--hope that somebody's tested it
out, what it's like. But for hours to be watching
that kind of situation with technology being what
it is and the quality being what it might be, and
it goes in and out and all that, could be a

miserable thing for the public on a complicated
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issue at a time when we would want them to be
focusing on the subject matter versus the process.

And so I would just--you know, I haven't
tested it out or anything, but I have a concern.
And I'd just ask you all to consider or reconsider
whether the videoconferencing aspect is necessary.
I know you may be trying to control the cost of the
court reporting, and I don't know all what else
what goes into it. But if you would give that some
thought, and I would appreciate it. I'm concerned’
about that process.

THE CHAIR: Yes, ma'am. The Chair
appreciates those remarks. We have--in fact, is
Mr. Frey here? Actually, is--I'm having a hard
time with the name, and I apologize. 1I'd like for
the gentleman from ISD who has taken the lead on
the videoconferencing to address Rep. Bryant's
concerns, please. And I'm so sorry that I've drawn
a blank. I apologize.

MR. -CAPRIGLIONE: Thank you, Mr.
Chairman. I'm Peter Capriglione with ISD. Yes,
Rep. Bryant,. we have secured ITS to help us do
this. So they'll be in charge of hooking up all

the sites. And while there are always chances of
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technical difficulties, we've had the

appropriations town hall meetings for the House

couple of years ago. And yes, so we did have some

complications.

This time we are using the technology as

we did the first time with videoconferencing from

tested ITS sites, certified ITS sites, that are

on the list. And we're hoping that we will--we

confident we can produce a good event.

THE CHAIR: Does that address your
concern, Rep. Bryant?

REP. BRYANT: I--I--thank you, Mr.
Chair, for the follow-up. I still am concerned
about us sitting and watching all these other

sites. The time lag between their speakers and

all

are

then we're waiting. I don't know how you're going

to do it, whether it's going to be each site

sequentially and then we're waiting our fifteen

minutes for our next person. I mean, I'm really--I

mean, it's--and the tech--the process, the quality

of the technology, and I just--I'm concerned about

that and how interesting and helpful that will be

for the citizens sitting and waiting, number one.

And two, I hope we have a Plan B in case
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that doesn't work. i

THE CHAIR: Yes, ma'am, noted. The
order in which the Chair saw tﬁe hands are Mobley,
Rapp and Daughtry. So Rep. Mobley;

| REP. MOBLEY: Thank you, Mr. Chair. I

was a couple of minutes getting in here, but I
thought I heard you addressing the schedule--
somewhat addressing the schedule. As I look at the
schedule phat you have, my particular district is
about an hour from any given point on here at
least. And I was wondering, is there room for
additional sites to be set up and how do you go
about getting on those?

THE CHAIR: Yes, ma'am, there is, Rep.
Mobley. In fact, we sent out an inquiry to the
nmembers and asked those who wanted specifically to
have a site to please reply. To the best of the
Chair's knowledge, the only reply we actually got
was from Rep. Bryant. But what--what county do
you--do you represent? I'm sorry that I don't
remember.

REP. MOBLEY: Hertford, Bertie, Yates
and Perquimans County, the 5th District.

THE CHAIR: The Chair would like to
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direct ISD to please try to--and also Ms.
Churchill, who has been instrumental in tﬁis, to
please try to add a site in the 5th House--the 5th
House District to--to the--to the schedule.

REP. MOBLEY: Thank you, Mr. Chair.

THE CHAIR: You're welcome. Rep. Rapp?

REP. RAPP: Thank you, Mr. Chair. And I
just really wanted to follow up on Rep. Bryant's
question. What--what happens if there is a
communications breakdown, if the link goes down?
And how will the people at that site have their
opportunity to provide input? ‘

THE. CHAIR: I think that's a very valid
question. If a link--if the link goes down, we
will have the Sergeant at Arms staff at each site
who will record the event in addition to the
private contractor that is being hired to do the
videoconferencing. And if it becomes enough of a
concern that the people show enough concern, I will
personally commit that I will go and hold a live--
live site there and we'll bring the--we'll bring
the full crew.

REP. RAPP: Thank you, Mr. Chair.

THE -CHAIR: . Thank you. Rep. Daughtry?
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REP.‘DAUGHTRYf Thank you, Mr. Chairman.
I have looked at the list and the locations of the
remote sites, and it seems to me that it is much
bétfer than anything wé'Ve doné in the past. Most
of the time we had to travel up here and get in a
line to speak, and you were limited to two minutes
when you spoke, if you got to speak at all. So I
think this is a real improvement, and I like the
way that you've scattered the sites around where
people--it's convenient'for'people to come not so
far from their home.

THE CHAIR: Thank you, sir. That was
our intent. Rep. Floyd?

REP. FLOYD: Yes, thank you. I just
have a problem--not a problem, but just a concern
with the sites, the site location, for instance in
Robeson County, are there--and--and many times we--
before April the 21st, you know, we would be
going--you know, we will be moving about, you know,
our community. To, say, Fayetteville Technical
Community Collége, are you going to do a update so
we can be more specific when we say to individuals
the--the location? That's-—-

THE CHAIR: Yes, sir. I think that's a
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very good question. The Chair fhanks the
gentleman. We will, indeed, be doing a--an exact
public notice that will list the location the event
is going to be held, the address, the building and
the room.

MR. FLOYD: Follow-up?

THE CHAIR: You're recognized.

MR. FLOYD: You know, to help us read
just a little bit faster, if the person would look
at Robeson County as they have bracket Wake,
Durham, Guilford, Harnett and Mecklen--well,
Mecklenburg's out, too. But if they would put it
on the line, because I had to really decipher it
first, you know, to really get a understanding of
it, and looking at the other ones. Robeson--Wake
and Durham is on the line which is easy to read.
You can speed read it much better. That's what I'm
saying.

THE CHAIR: Yes, sir. Rep. McGee?

REP. MCGEE: Thank you, Mr. Chair. And
to get into the weeds just a bit, we're going to
meet at seven and we have three hours with three
counties. The computers will have been open{for a

period of time and people will have entered their

names to talk. And I think yéu said you'd take the
firét twénty—four. Sb if the first twenty-four are
from Guilford, does that éxclude Forsyth and
Rockingham? Or are you going to rotate through the
system?

THE CHAIR: That's a very good question,
Rep. McGee. it was the intent to. go in order of
the folks that had signed up and then to take the
sign-up at the door. I will state--I will state
for the record that the full_intent——that the
reason for the three-hour £ime slot is there are
several days in which we're doing more than one of
these; For those dayé in which,we'are not doing
more than one or we are doing the last one, if we
need to stay longer than the three hours, we'll
just have to be willing to--to do so.

- We also try to do somewhat of an
overlap. If you couldn't come to one of the public
hearings, pgrhaps you could come to another. We
will be doing the first and the last one here in
Raleigh. So our intent is to get as much--as much
pubiic comment as we can. |

Yes, sir, you're recognized for follow-

up.
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REP. MCGEE: Follow-up, please. But
étill, as I understand it——aﬁd méybe I don't
understand what.the prégram is--but if twenty-four
people from Guilford sign up, they're going to be
the people who talk to all the people in Forsyth,
Rockingham and Guilford. Are you going to have
some program to rotate it through the system?

THE CHAIR: At this time that is not our
intent. Is if that becomes an issue, we have--we
will take steps to add a site to make sure that the
péople in Forsyth get a chance to--to be heard.

REP. MCGEE: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

THE CHAIR: Rep. Pierce?

REP. PIERCE: Mr. Chairman, did.you all
finally get a room for the UNC-P meeting? I see
you've got--you're waiting for a confirmation. Did
you get it? I came a little late. Did you get it?
Oh, you did? 1I'm sorry.

THE CHAIR: Yes, Rep. Pierce, we did.
These forms were actually prepared last--last week,
when we were supposed t6 meet.

Just for the record, so all of you know,
we will be issuing--I know you've all seen the

written legal notices that appear in the newspaper.
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We will be issuing those throughout this entire
process. We will begin, in fact, this week by
running in the News & Observer a complete list of
all of the sites with all the information that we
have. |

There--there are still a few sites that
the final confirmation, the room numbers and
whatnot is not known. As that is known, it will be
shared. This will also be online. And it will be
run as best we can in the newspapers of general
circulation in every--in each area that these are
going to be held.

' We are also working very hard to mail to

the various interest groups who have expressed a
desire to know about this. You can also through
our web sign up a request to be reminded. Each
time we have one of these public hearings, it'll be
treated just like a committee meeting. And so we
will be putting out committee notices.

Rep. Faircloth?

REP. FAIRCLOTH: Thank you, Mr. Chair.'
Not to belabor the issue, but just to try to
clarify, if--when the online sign-up takes place--

using Guilford, Forsyth and Rockingham again--and
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twenty-four people sign up, do all those twenty-
four then go to Guilford, or can they go to any of
the th;ée sites? .

THE CHAIR: They can go to any of the
three sites. All three sites will be--will be
treated exactly the same.

Any further questions on this? If not,
before we move on, just to clarify, the Chair does
intend tordirgctvthat we add a--we add an
additional public hearing site in the 5th--in the
5th Héuse District.

| At this time we'fe going to move on to a
presentation from Dan Frey. He is going to just
show you, as quickly as he can, I'm sure, what
information is on the General Assembly website. So
Mr. Frey, if you'll come forward.

REP. HACKNEY: Mr. Chairman?

THE CHAIR: Rep. Hackney?

REP. HACKNEY: Can you outline the rest
of the afternoon, what we're going to do today?

THE CHAIR: Yes, sir.

REP. HACKNEY: If we're already familiar
with what's the on the website, should we feel free

to leave or what?
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THE CHAIR: Rep. Hackney, to the first
part -of your inquiry, we are going to do a brief
overview'of what's on the General Assembly website.
We are then going to answer any inquiries that
anyone has about the legislative redistricting
guide prepared by research that was sent out last
week. We are then going to just talk briefly about
ISD policies and member access and public acéess.
And then the Chair is going to open up the floor to
any concerns or ideas from the committee.

If--if a member has something else that

'they need to do, please note that you can certainly

attend to that. And if you would like to follow up
on anything, you can certainly address your
concerns with staff.

REP. HACKNEY: Thank you.

THE CHAIR: Yes, sir.

MR. FREY: Okay. Yeah, I'll just go
through here quickly what we've got out there. So
we've tried to pull all the information, you know,
related to redistricting, together under one main
page. You can gef to that off the top bar of our--
our main website. There's also a direct address,

redistricting.ncleg.net.
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There is--you know, of course, like
Erika was showing, the public comment sﬁbmission
form here; And then as soon(as we get, I guess,
finalized more with the public hearings, there will
be information that will go up there, as well, on
that, that highlighted box.

Okay. We've got just an overview of the
redistricting process. Each of these will take you
to the, you know, associated section. And there is
a link to the redistricting guide, which I believe
you have as a--yeah, as'a handout. So there's a,
you know, copy of that up there in PDF format.

And then we've.got a section here that
goes over--that gives detail on the current
district plans. And as we have information on--on
new district plans, we;ll put that out here, as
well. These'ones right now are still--they still
contain the information that was used when these
plans were drawn. So this is like 2000 census
data. Right now we're.finalizing all the report
formats with our new database. So as soon as we
get that we can go aheadiand creafe new pages, you
know, first for the current plans with the 2010

data.
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THE CHA;Rt Mr. Frey, the Chair
épologizes for iﬁterrupting your presentation. The
Chair would like to thank ISD for the great amount
of work that they have done. The--the purpose of
this part of the program was to show and to
demonstrate to the members of the committee that we
have made absolutely everything that we possibly
knew how to make available to the general public to
view.

Unless there is objection or the
committee would like to learn more, the Chair is
going to ask Mr. Frey to conclude. And if there
are any concerns that you Would like to address
with him to please--to please just see him after we
adjourn.

MR. FREY: Okay.

THE CHAIR: Thank you, Mr. Frey.

Last week the Chair sent out via staff--
Erika Chur--Erika sent out the redistricting guide
overview. It is not our intent to go through that
line by line. This is not going to be like some of
the meetings that we've sat through, some of the
trainings that we've sat through. The Chair will

just pause and ask if any member would like to
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address any point in that guide.

The Chair will also state, as we're on
the record, that this guide was sent out to all of
the members of the committee. It is also on the
public website for any member of the General
Assembly or any member of the general public who
may wish to review the guide. And the Chair will
also say that should there be--should there be
inquiries that arise down the road, we can address
those at that point, as well.

So with that, the Chair will pause. Are
there any direct--direct inquiries about this
guide? Seeing none, I'm now going to just briefly
touch on the ISD policies, and I'm going to
recognize--the Chair's going to recognize Ms.
Churchill for that. She's over here. Ms. Erika
Churchill, you're recognized.

MS. CHURCHILL: In your notebooks you
also have two separate sheets that contain ISD
policies for redistricting for 2011. Very briefly,
for the redistricting application, the software and
any of the associated hardware, such as the
computer and the printer, those will be--that will

be.installed in the computers as designated by the
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President Pro Tem and the Speaker of the House for
members and member staff Support.

In addition to that, there will be one
computer located on the second floor that ISD will
allow members and member staff to sign up for to
use in four-hour blocks of time. 1ISD does ask that
you only reserve one time in that office with that
computer at a time. In other words, if you ask to
use the computer tomorrow af four o'clock for four
hours, please utilize that one first. If, for some
reason, you cannot make it, then please let ISD
know, ‘because there may be someone on the waiting
list that can make it at that time.

ISD will support the members and the
staff with assisting with technology, such as
printing or manipulating the software. For legal
support, the members and the member staff will need
to contact our research division.

Public access, likewise there is one
computer located on the second floor that any
member of the public can sidn up to use. Members
of the public will be allowed three-hour blocks.
Likewise they will be asked to schedule only one

session at a time and use that session before they
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schedule another. Members of the public are
encouraged to bring a thumb drive on which to save
any plans that they draw, particularly if they want
to come back and re-access that plan.

For plans drawn by members, those plans
are the record of the member. It is up to the
member to maintain that. For plans drawn by the
public, thosé will become part of the public record
as part of the 2011 redistricting process.

Similarly, the web policies for public
comment and the posting of plans on the web by ISD,
on the public comment, as mentioned before, they
will maintain a comment form that anyone can access
twenty-four hours a day. Weekly they will complete
a report that will be sent to“the chairs and
members of both redistricting committees, House and
Senate, for their review.

Posting of the plans on the web, it is
the decision of the Chairs that pléns that are
statewide will be posted to the web once they are '
adopted by the committee or the chamber.
| THE CHAIR: Thank you, Ms. Churchill.
The Chair would like to add that at the direction

of the Speaker, two work sites have been
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established. It is my understanding that the work
site for the minority party has already been
established in Speaker Hackney's Room 612 or
somewhere on the sixth floor. That was oﬁr top
goal, was to make sure that your machine was
installed. 1Is that the case, sir?

REP. HACKNEY: It is. Thank you very
much.

THE CHAIR: Thank you, Mr. Speaker.
The--for the majority party, Room 630 has been--of
this building has been designated as the room
that--that the majority members may use to work on
the computers. The computer is not set up yet, but
will be very, very soon. So for the record again,
the resources of the House were allo;ated equally
between the majority and the minority party.

Following a session, the local output directory will be purged in preparation for the next
session. If a public user wishes to continue work on a plan created in an earlier session, it is the
responsibility of the public user to bring any previously saved work to the session, as ISD will not be
responsible for managing public user files.

Confldentlalltz of Plans

1. To get information on a non-public plan, individuals must contact either the plan author or a system user
to which the author has granted access, to determine if that information may be released in accordance
with Article 17 of Chapter 120 or other applicable law.

2. Plan authors may request materials from ISD that cannot be generated by the plan author due to
hardware or software limitations. Such requests must be made in writing by the plan author (e-mail is
acceptable).

With that, we will recognize Chairman Lewis to --
to present the Proposed Committee Substitute.

REP. LEWIS: Thank yoﬁ,¢Mr. Chairman.

Ladies and gentlemen of the House
Redistricting Committee, and those guests who have
jbined us. I'm Rep. David Lewis. I am the senior
chair of the House Redistricting Committee, and I
will present to you a plan to provide for creation
of 120 seats in the North Carolina House of
Representatives for the citizens of the State of
North Carolina. Rep. Dollar, pockham, and I are
proud to presént for your consideration the plan
before you entitled -- pardon me -- Lewis-Dollar-
Dockham 2.

From the very beginning of this process,
our goal has been and remains the creation of fair
and legal legislative districts. 1In doing so, our

process has included an unprecedented number of

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public hearings. As we went through this morning,
we held 36 prior to the release of the maps, we
held seven upon the release of the proposed VRA
districts, we held ten on the Rucho-Lewis |
Congressional Plan, and we held ten after the
release of Lewis-Dollar-Dockham 1 Legislative
Redistricting Plan.

Again, as I've said before, we also
provided easy access for public comment via the
North Carolina General Assembly website and invited
additional written comments through both e-mail and
the U.S. Postal Service. The chairs and I thank
the thousands of citizens who expressed their
rights through all their comments. All of these
comments have been reviewed by the chairs and
preserved as a permanent record of citizen input on
this important task.

As I said earlier today, we've also taken
the unprecedented step of providing the leadership
of the minority party with specialized computer
h;rdware and software to be used at their disposal,
along with staff support for them and for all
members. We further encouraged participation from
members. We took the unprecedented act of

providing office space, ccmputer technology, and

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staff support to the Legislative -Black -- to the
Legislative Black -Caucus.

Today, we are pleased to discuss the
product of this effort and respectfully submit our
2011 North Carolina House of Repfesenta£ives
Redistricting Plan. We believe.it fully complies
with applicable federal and state law. We also
believe that a majority of North Carolinians will
agree that our proposed plan will establish State
House districts that are fair to North Carolina
voters.

North Carolina has been the subject of
numerous legal challenges to our Redistricting
Plan. . Giveh this history, our primary goal is to
propose maps. that will survive any possible legal
challenge.

The first requirement is that legislative
districts comply with the one person, one vote
standard affirmed in Stephznson versus Bartlett.
The second requirement in the creation of plans
that will obtain pre-clearance under Section 5 of
the.Voting Rights Act and forego -- excuse me --
and foreclose the possibility of a successful
challenge under Section 2 of the Voting Rights Act.

Our plans must also comply with state
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cohstitutional requirements as explained in the
Stephenson decisions and the decisions by the North
Carolina Supreme Court and the Unitea States
Supreme Court. 1I'll now go briefly through those
factors. .

One person, one vote. All of our
districts have been constructed with sufficiént
population so that they are within plus or minus
five percent of the ideal population for a State
House district.  The ideal population for a State
House district, 79,462.

Voting Rights Act districts. We have

explained our understanding of the Voting Rights

Act in a statement issued on June 17, 2011. In our
original plans, 24 majority House districts were
created. "Majority" means in excess of 50 percent
as required by the Strickland decision and affirmed
by the U.S. Supreme Court.

Based upon comments we received during
the public hearing process, we made several changes
to tﬁe VRA districts. For example, in our House
plan, we elected to delete a majority black
dist;ict in southeastern North Carolina based upon
the strong statements oppesing such a district,

including those from the Southern Coalition for
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Social Justice. The remaining 23 districts with a
majority of black voting age population -- BVAP ~--
combined with two over 40 percent BVAP districts,
continue to provide black voters with a
substantially proportional and equal opportunity to
elect the candidates of their choice. Creating
these districts also provirles the state with a
strong three -- with a strong argument for
preclearance of the plans.

Consistent with feedback provided to us
at the public hearings or in person at -- and as
permitted by law, we have also made other changes
in the proposed House VRAs affecting, in
particul;rly -- .in particular, Rep. Mobley, Rep.
Gill, Rep. Eafle, and as I've already stated, the
elimination of the southeastern district.

Several of our critics have incorrectly
argued that our plans pack African-American voters.
We have repeatedly asked Democratic leaders and
otherg Fo provide a legal case which defines
pagking as either a majority black district or
creating -- paédbn me. We've asked them to provide
us with a case that provides a definition other
than the one used by the chairs, which is packing

is.when you place so many minority voters in a
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district that you are preciuded. from drawing a
second majority-minority district.

To date, we have not received or had
opportunity to review any case citations.to this
effect from‘éﬁr critics. Regardiess, in 1982,
these same arguments were considered and rejected.
by Congress when it amended -- when it amended
Section 2 of the Voting Rights Act.

Since March -- since March 17, 2011, we
have repeatedly requestéd from pemocratic leaders
and members of the minority community to provide us
wi;h proposed redistricting plans. To date, only
the S8CSJ -- the Southern Coalition for Social
Justice -- has submitted alternative plans.

In prior testimony, Anita Earls,
Executive Director of the SCSJ, advised us that
majority black districts are still needed in the
state of North Carolina. Consistent with that
testimony, the SCSJ has proposed -- propésed nine
Senate districts and 20 House districts. In the 20
House districts, the SCSJ proposed them with a BVAP
ranging from 40 percent to over 50 percent, and one
House district with a -- with a BVAP of 37.06.

Even though all of the SCSJ districts

have been drawn to achieve a specific level of
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black population, no one has accused the SCSJ of
packing black voters.

There are two major differences between
the SCSJ minority districts and our proposed VRAs.
First, we have complied, as we must, with the
holding by the United States Supreme Court and the
North Carolina Supreme Court in Strickland versus
Bartlett and affirmed in Bartlett versus
Strickland. These decisions require that districts
drawn to insulate the state from liability under
the Voting Rights Act must be drawn with a black
voting age population in excess of 50 percent plus
one.

The SCSJ has proposed 11 majority
House -- HouSe districts with black populations in
excess of 40 peréent, and as I said before, one
with a black population of 37.5. We have drawn all

of our House districts at levels above 50 percent,

except for two districts in Forsyth County. We

)

agree with the poéition of the SCSJ that two
majority BVAP districts cannot be drawn in Forsyth
County.

Aside.from the lack of black population
in Forsyth County, which prevents two majority

black House districts, in light of Bartlett, we see
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nc principled reason not to draw all VRA districts
at the 50 percent or above level when it is
possible to .do so.

Now that it is apparent that these
majority black districts can be drawn, any decision:
to draw a few selected districts at less than a
majority level could be used as evidence of
purposeful discrimination or in support of claims .«
against the state filed under Section_2. Thus, in
order to best protect the State from costly and
unnecessary litigation, we have a legal obligation
to draw these districts at true majority levels.

Thifd, we do have State Constitutional
requirements. Our House plan has been drawn in
compliance with the State Constitutional
requirements gtating‘—- stated in.Stephenson I and
II. These requirements establish a hierarchy of ,
constitutional rules for drawing districts within a
wholg county or a combination of counties.

Rather than continue to read them, I
would direct, respectfﬁlly, the attention of the
committee to the "Legislator's Guide to North
Carolina Legislative and Congressional

Redistricting,"” which is available at your desk and

also on .the web site, to the bottom of page 7 and

the top of page 8. And, Mr. Chairman, I will

submit, I know one of these will be submitted for

the record for review.

Ladies and gentlemen, I also would like
to conclude my remarks by thanking you for your
time. I appreciate the effort shown by all of you
who are here today. I am going to respecpfully ask
for your support of the plans as you have before
you. And with that, Mr. Chairman, I'll be happy to
yield to any inquiries.

REP. DOLLAR: We will open the committee

- to questions from the members who have questions

for the bill sponsor. Rep. Lucas.

REP. LUCAS: Thank you, Mr. Chair.

Rep. Lewis, allow me to commend you on
your hard work, you and your committee, for the
long hours of endeavor tha' I'm sure that it took
to come up with the creation of the plan.

The question I have relates to the number
of minority-majority districts that you drew. I
think you indicated that you drew about 23 of
those, and, of course; I believe you indicated that
SCSJ was desirous of having more drawn. I don't
know if you mentioned any other minority groups

that requested this or were involved in the
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preparation of these majority-minority districts.
Aﬁd I'm just kind of curious as to how you arrived
at the number 23.

REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Representative.
We were seeking to abstain -- to obtain substantial
proportionality to reflect the -- to reflect the
total African American population in the state,
which in round figures is about 21.5 percent. That
would lead you to the number of seatsjthat I've
mentioned.

REP. DOLLAR: Dc you wish a follow-up?
Let -- let me -- before ybu ask the follow-up, Rep.
Lucas, we have a court rgporter who is recording
these proceedings. And if you could sort of bring
the mic as closé to you as you can, fbr everyone,
that would just mqke her job a littlé bit easier in
recording. Rep. Lucas.

REP. LUCAS: Thank you, Mr. Chair, for
the follow-up. I still have the curiosity as to
why we saw. fit to increa;e the number oﬁ minority-
majority districts, again, not knowing of any
particular group or individuals within the minority
community who have made such a request. And
just -- sake of curiosity to me. In fact, I think

they'd rather not have that.
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. REP. LEWIS: Rep. Lucas, it.was our

intent to get as cloée to a -- to report a
substantiql proportionality to reflect the
percentage of Afriéan—American citizens living in
our state.

REP. LUCAS: One follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. LUCAS: Was there in the process any
negotiation or input from any minority
organizétions? Aﬁd I think you mentioned one.
Sﬁecifically, maybe the NAACP and/or other
organizations arouna the state, or individuals
around the state, of influence. Church leaders or
anybody of that ﬁature who made such a request.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Lucas, I don't recall
that any organized group asked for this particular
number. I will tell you that numerous
solicitations were made to various groups via
letter, e-mail, outreach. I've already mentioned
the unprecedented number of public hearings that
were held. There were numerous individual
conversations with -- with my fellow legislators.

Again, when you look at the number of
population of African-Americans in the state, it

makes sense that we seek to grant as close as we
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can a proportional representation of that. I don't
know that . there is a éingle African-American group
that speaks for all the African-American population
in the state, and I would dare say that had we
received any input from the repeated requests made,
that input would have been certainly considered in
the preparation of these maps.

REP. DOLLAR: I think I would also note,

is it not correct, Rep. Lewis, that resources were

provided to the Legislative Black Caucus and you
have not received any maps at this -- at this time.
Is that correct?

REP. LEWIS: Mr. Chairman, that is
correct. I had hoped I was to spare the community
a repeat of my femarks this morning. We did
provide an office space. We provided computer
hardware, software, and $60,000 worth of staff
support to the Legislative Black Caugus in hopes of

receiving some input, and, to date, have received

none.

~REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Fisher.

REP. FISHER: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.
Again, it's a -- a point of pride on my -- our part

that Asheville had prokably one of the highest

turnouts of folks at each of the public hearings
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during the time that those were held. And I think

that there are still comments coming in online from
the folks in that area, and I hope that they will
get paid attention to. And that's one of the
reasons why you never heard so much from me, is
because I'm sort of relying on those folks who are
so active in -- in Asheville to -- to speak up, and
they will do that.

And -- but thaf leads me to a question,
one I've been dying to ask, because it's one that
really affects me. And that is, why do you think
it was necessary to pair incumbents in this second
plan? And then I'm -- I will have a follow-up.

) VREP; LEWIS: Many of the incumbents that
were paired were paired due to Stephenson
restrictions which require a certain number of
coqnties to be grouped a certain way. There were
some incumbents that were paired because the
physical location of their residence was so very
close to another incumbent that it would have just
been very difficult not to pair them.

And in regard specifically to Buncombe
County, I would just reiterate that computers,
software, and staff support have been made

available for all the members of the General
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Assembly, input sought from the chairs, and do not
fecall receiving anything from you, Representative.

REP. FISHER: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. FISHER: As I said before, I -- I
rely a lot on the folks that I represent out there
in Asheville and Buncombe to react and respond to
the -- to what they see.

I am concerned because it seemed like it
would have been a fairly easy matter to -- if we're
thinking just in terms of the numbers needed in |
each one of the districts, to have made those
adjustments and still have had fairiy competitive
districts in at least two of the districts and
maybe not so much in another.

But that -- all that aside, I'm -- I'm
trying to figure out why, in the case 6f 114 and
115, it was just a matter of a few yards for the
incumbent in 115 as far, you know, as where she
lives.and her -- her district in order to move --
to, you know, to remain in her district. And I'm
wondering what was the legal brinciple that you
based that decision on?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Fisher, I do not recall

exactly how the lines were drawn in Buncombe
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County. I do recall that we received no input from
either of yourself or Rep. Keever, even after the
maps have come out and you have had time to work
with staff to begin to prepare them. We are more
than glad to review anything that you submit.

REP. FISHER: Thank you, sir.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Lewis, could you just
review for us, if you have it, any information from
recent redistrictings regard -- regarding double-
bunking?

REP. LEWIS: Mr. Chairman, in my
research, the last time that the redistricting was
done solely under the control of one party, was
under Sutton Plan 5 in 2002, in which case, 17
Republicans were paired with other incumbents and
three were Democrgts.

REP. DOLLAR: Thank you, Rep. Lewis.

Rep. Rapp.

REP. RAPP: Thank you, Mr. Chair. Rep.
Lewis, I want to alsq say, you{ve put a lot of work
into this and a lot of hours. I'm over here to
your -- to your left.

And so I -- and especially with the time
that was put into the various public hearings. And

I did attend all of the ones at -- at some location
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throughout,.so I know your involvement and -- and I
5ust want to say I salute you for -- for that
amount of time and effort and’energy and attention-
to -- to;what's going 6n.

I am concerned at what has happened to
the information garnered from -- from across the
state with -- from these public hearings, how that?:
information is translated into the maps that we're
looking at in front of us. And éould you -- would’
you take the time to just kind of march across andj.
sugéest some ways thét those public hearings that
were held were transiatéd into the maps?

REP. LEWIS: fes, sir, Rep. Rapp. I will
try to answer -- I think thét was actually a two-
part question.

All of the information that was submitted

‘is being stored as a part of the permanent record

to be reviewed by anyone who would like to review
it. I suppose the most obvious énswér to a
response to a request from -- or to anmoutcry at a
public hearing was doing away with the VRA district
that originated in New Hanover County. That's
probably the best -- that's the probably largest
and easiest example to explain.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?
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REP. RAPP: Follow-up, if I may. Would

you -- would you take me across the state, then,
wifh some other ones that -- of changes that you
can delineate?

REP. LEWIS: .Yes, sir, I can. Starting
in the east, it was made clear that Rep. Mobley had
been placed in a district in which she did not live
due to a computer error that had her residing in
Bertie County. That was corrected.

Continuing in the east, there was
significant outpouring of support to take House
District 7, represented by Rep. Bryant, from Nash
County into Halifax County. I can assure you that
hours and hours and hours of time have been devoted
in trying to figure out hcw to do that. The chair
and the staff'that were assembled have not been
able to figure out how to do that without busting
up the two-county pod of Franklin and Nash. So
that's one request that was considered but not able
at this time to be granted.

I was info;med that Rep. Gill,had
expressed some concern that her -- the majority of
the distript that she currently represented had
been drawn into an open seat and that she asked to

be drawn into that seat. That was an easy change,
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and we were able to do so.

The same is true in Meck;enburg County
for Rep. Earle: The same was granted to her to
move her into an area in which she had represented
before.

There were numerous efforts put forward
to grant various requests or to review various
requests, but after it was all said and done, we
havé to rely on the legal criteria as spelled forth
in my remarks earlier, and some of the requests
just could not -- just could not be done.

REP. DOLLAR: Any further question from
Rep. Rapp before we move on? |

REP. RAPP: I don't want western North
Carolina to be ignored, and so I'd like to proceed
a little further west, if we may.

And any changes, recommendations that you
heard that were then translated into the map
drawing, if I may, Mr. Chai;?

REP; LEWIS: Well, I don't mind
continuing on at all, Rep. Rapp. There was concern
expressed in the new House District 73, which
combines Y;dkin and Alexander counties.
Unfortunately, we were able to find no solution to

be able to do that.
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There.was concern expres§ed for the new &
House -- House District 85, which -- which combines
McDowell, Mitchell, and Avefy. Despite the hours
of effort, there was no way that we could find to
accommodate that request.

At this moment, those are the only
specific examples that I can recall, Rep. Rapp.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. RAPP: One follow-up, if I may. And
I just want fo call the chair's attention to the
Ha&wood County situation and testimony that was
heard Monday night in terms of two of the
precincts, in particular, that if the& can be made
whole, and -- and I'll have an amendment to that
effect.

But that raises my last question, if I.
may. That was a statement. The question would be:

It looks to me, statewide, as if a number of

precincts have been divided. Do you know the

number statewide of precincts that have been
divided? Has that been a concern of yours?

REP. LEWIS: I do wish to answer that,
Rép. Rapp, but, Mr. Chairman, do you know whether
the staff had time to produce that l1list?

REP. DOLLAR: Yes. Recognize Ms.
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Churchill to respond to that.

MS. CHURCHILL: Yes, Rep. Rapp. 1In the
proposal before you, there are 402 split precincts.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Fisher.

REP. LEWIS: Well, excuse me, Mr.
Chairman.

REP. DOLLAR: Yes.

REP. LEWIS: If I could -- I think that
is also a two-part question from Rep. Rapp.

I'd like to reiterate that the prioritieszl
that are to be considered Qhen drawing these
districts are spelled out pretty well in the
Legislator's Guidé that I réferred to earlier, page
7 and 8. They are, I'll repeat, one person, one
vote, the VRA conéideration, the Stephenson formula
for county -- coﬁnty combinations, which means you
need to keep as many one—counties as you can. You
need to then pair as many counties as you can.

Then you need to_create as many three-counties as
you can, gnd 50 on:. You need to be concerned with
county ling versus inside the county groupings.
All of that comes above the preservation of
precincts.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Fisher.

REP. FISHER: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.
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I wanted to govback to something you said
earlier about Stephenson requirements and the
pairing of’incumbents in the same districts. How
does Stephenson apply to that in the case of, say,
Wake County, or an& other ééuﬁty that is a whole
county that's not a Voting Rights Act county? Howg‘
does that -- how does Stephenson apply to double-
bunking incumbents?

REP. LEWIS: Well, Representative, I
think what I was saying is that ﬁany of the double—i
bunkings were called -- were caused by the
Stephenson requirements of pairing counties. I did.
not say that they all were. I also said that theré
were many incumbents that live very, very close to °
each othgr, and it would have been hard not to have}
éaired them.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Gill.

REP. GILL: Thank you very much.

There are a couple of things I need to
set the record straight. I don't think I made a
formal request to anyone about my district. What I.
did was I asked the question, and the question was'
relative torthe first map that came out. And my

question was, why was it necessary in Wake County

to split my district when we had two new districts
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that were going to be created? Because if you look
at the first map and you compare it to the second
map, I'm not even in fhg same two -— I'm in two
different districts.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Gill, I'll have to
concede that this is an enormous project. It's a
teamwork project. The information that I provided
was provided to me from my co-chair, Rep. Dollar,
and you may wish to direct that to him, if he will
so yield. |

REP. GILL: And I would do that.

REP. DOLLAR: Well, what you have in the
area are two compact VAR [sic] districh. That is
what has been -- that's what's been drawn. And
what was changed from the initial map that came out
to the map that is before you today is allowing
you, whether it was requested or not, for you to be
essentially located in the center of that -- of
that southern district as opposed to be being
otherwise attached to the northern district.

REP. GILL: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. GILL: Now, I think that's great
that you would consider putting me in the middle of

a district that I have not represented at all and
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taking me completely out of the district that I did

represent.

I think when you look at Wake County and
the uniqgeness of Wake County, and you see double-
bunking, and you see that we went from nine
districts to eleven districts, and you can create
four districts with no representatives in them, no
current representative in them, and one of those
districts happened to be my old district.

REP. DOLLAR: I would simply observe that '
what you have drawn there are two VAR compact, VAR—;
compliant districts. Rep. Wilkins.

REP. WILKINS: Thank you, Mr. Chair. To
Rep. Lewis, please.

Ahead of this process, we talked a good
bit about comﬁunities of interest, yet I've not
heard it mentioned by a presenter today. Did
communit;es of interest have any place whatsoever
in this process?

REP.(LEWIS: Thank you for the question,
Rep. Wilkins.

I'd like to refer you to "Legislator's
Guide to North Carolina Legislative and .
éongressional Redistricting,“ beginning on page 7

and continuing on page 8. You will read that the
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seventhlfactor to be considered -- seven of nine --
is communities of interest.

I épologize; Perhaps I should have read
this out and maybe that would clear it up easier.

| REP. DOLLAR: Let me reiterate. If you

will please, when you ~- when you -- when you're
recognized and speak, please speak up really close
to the mic. Our court reporter is having a
difficult time. Rep. Wilkins, did you have any
follow-up?

REP. WILKINS: No.

RER. DOLLAR: Thank you, Rep. Wilkins.
Rep. Bell. He seems to be out of the room for the
moment. We'll move on. Rep. Hackney.

REP. HACKNEY: Yes. I wanted to ask Rep.;
Lewis a few questions about the law that was
applied.

There seems to -- there hgve been
references to Section 2 districts several times,
and is it your interpretation of the law that, once |
some county has been named a, in a court case, a
Section 2 county in some decade past that it alwaysl
remains a Section 2 the county and meets all
three - all three prongs‘of the Gingles Section 2

test for all time? Is that your interpretation?
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REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, thank you for

the question. That particular question I have not
posed or heard addressed with 6ur_legal counsel and
do pot feel like I can give an adequate response.

REP. HACKNEY: May I follow up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. HACKNEY: And it's my understanding
from answers in —; and I want to see if it applies
to the House districts as well. I believe it was
described, both in the Congressional and the Senate
hearings today, that you or your legal team
believes that —% that because of the Bartlett
decision that 51 percent is the new standard for
Section 5 and for Section -- anything that's been a
Section 2 county. 1Is that right?

REP. LEWIS: It is our belief that when
drawing minority -- majority-mino;ity districts
that -- that those districts should%pe at least 50
perqent plus one.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: And you believe that to be
the law because of the Bartlett -- the Pender
County.case?

REP. LEWIS: 1I beyieve that to be the law

because, tc the best of my knowledge, that is the
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law. .
.REP. HACK'NEY: And --
REP. DOLLAR: Follo@—up. _
REP. HACKNEY: Follow-up. And so the
reason that you have gone arohhd the -- the --

House Voting Rights Section 5 areas of the state
and increased the black percentage in those
districts, what we have described to you as
"packing," is because you believe it's required by
the law under the ﬁartlett decision and -- and, by
extension, even though it didn't say so in the
decision, that you believe that applies to Section
5 as well?

| REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney; as I said in
my earlier statement, we felt that it was a prudent
course of action to draw the districts that we were
going to call and think of as VRA districts at 50
percent plus one.

REP. HACKNEY: Can I follow up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. HACKNEY: And were you aware of the
language in Millér against Johnson which says that,
what they called in tﬁat case a max black policy
was not required? Were you aware of the language

in that case that -- that is not required?
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REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, I'll be happy

to review that case if you'd like to provide it, or
I'1l pull it up on the Internet'and read it. f --
that is not the interpretation that I have.

REP. DOLLAR: One more follow-up.

REP. HACKNEY: Well, am I being limited,
Mr. Chairman, to one more? Or you want to go to
somebody else and come back to me later?

REP. DOLLAR: Well, I -- I just want to
ensure that we are moving around. We will
certainly be here up until 9:00 should you wish to
ask the questions that you would like. So --

REP. HACKNEY: All right. I'll ask one
more, and then I -- if you'll put me down on the
list again and come back to me, please.

I'm not aware of any requests by the

members of the Black Caucus here or the NAACP or

_any other African-American organization for the

increase of all their districts to 50 percent plus
one. Are you aware of any such request?
REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, which ones
would you like me to draw down?
. REP. HACKNEY: I would -- I would like
you to follow the Stephenson decision; which means

that you -- you comply with the Voting Rights Act,
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which means that you do not retrogress and that you
then harmonize Stephenson and the Voting Rights
Act. And when you do that, you come out with a
very different map, Rep. Lewis, and one that
complies with the Voting Rights Act and also
Stephenson.

REP. LEWIS: We have complied with the
law, and that is the map that you have before you.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Bell.

REP. BELL: Thank you, Mr. Chairman. I
just had a concern about District 21. In the past,
I had -- that district included Sampson County,
which are -- are a larger portion of what you see
here now, and Wayne County. And it was extended
over into Duplin County, a large portion of it.
And I was wondering, based on what you said about
the SQ pe;cent, Qas that the reason you were
extended'intg Duplin, because it algeady was about
49 percent?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Bell, I apologize. I
don't understand what you asked.

REP. BELL: Okay. I said in the -- my --
my district presently covers a portion, a large
portion, of Sampson County and a portion of Wayne

County, and it's about almost 50 percent minority.
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And I was just wondering why that -- was it changed

to -- to-include Duplin as well, and a larger

portion of Duplin probably than Sampson, where I

reside. Do -- do you see that down there on that
map?

REP. LEWIS: Yes, sir. Thank you for the
clarification, Rep. Bell. I do understand what you
asked now. If you'll pardon me to refer to my
notes just for a moment.

Rep. Bell, according to the information
that I have before me, House District 21 is |
currently 46.96 percent minority under the plan in
which we were all elected. Under the new plan --
under the new plan, House District 21 goes to 52.96

percent. So I would think that going into Duplin

‘County was the way that we reached the threshold of

getting above the 50 percent mark.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Jacksoqk

REP. JACKSON: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

And if it's okay, I guess my ideas and my
questions will’be follow up to Rep. Gill's
questions and might be better if directed to the
chair in that théy involve Wake County.

REP. DOLLAR: Yes.

REP. JACKSON: Okav. And my question
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would be, looking at the Wake County map, how did

the committee choose to define communities of
interest here in Wake County?

REP. DOLLAR: Communities of interest are
defined, as I understand it, in the Stephenson
decision and in the other materials.

REP. JACKSON: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. JACKSON: What would be considered a
community of interest? '

REP. DOLLAR: Well, I -- I would point
out that, you know -- I'm not sure of your
question. Are you ——‘you talking about a
particular size of a town or —-

REP..JACKSON: Follow-up, Mr. Chairman?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. JACKSON: Would a small town be
considered a community of interest?

REP. DOLLAR: Well, I think that with
respect tc towns, just as with the current map and
with past maps, you have large towns, medium-sized
towns, small towns, uninco;porated towns that --
where the lines for legislative districts run
through them, so. .Sometimes I personally think

that might even be helpful, because you have more
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people there to attend to shat the local needs

might be.
. REP. JACKsbN:. Follow-up, Mr. Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: Yes, sir.

REP; JACKSON: I -- I believe the chair's
lived in Wake County probably in excess of 20
years; 1is that correct?

REP. DOLLAR: Thereabouts.

REP. JACKSON: Follow—ﬁp, Mr. Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: Sure.

REP. JACKSON: Would -- would you
consider eastern Wake County a’csmmunity of
interest?

REP. DOLLAR: i know there are a number
of communities over there, so I'll let you define
what you think a community of interest is.

REP. JACKSON: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Proceed.

REP. JACKSON: Okay. Did ;— and I -- I
jﬁst don't know what.sites you were at on Monday,
but did you hear the mayor of Wendell come and
speak about his opinion that eastern Wake Coﬁnty
was a community of interest?

REP. DOLLAR: I did not hear ﬁis remarks,

so I can't really comment on those. Any further
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questions?
REP. JACKSON: Yes, sir, Mr. Chair. So
is -- have either of the chairs reviewed the

comments from Monday night that were made prior to

_today's -- or last night's release of a new map?

REP. LEWIS: Mr. Chairman?

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Lewis.

REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.
Rep. Jackson, I not only reviewed the remarks, I
actually listened to the mayor when he spoke. I
was linked in, ever how you say it. Please forgive
my lack of technical knowledge.

I would say to you that if you have a
proposal that you feel petter reflects the criteria
you refer to, which is community of interest, that .
we would certainly be glad to review it and
consider it when we consider other amendments
tomorrow.

| REP. JACKSON: Follow-up, ﬁr. Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. JACKSON: 1I'll go -- I go back to
the chair, because, again, I think he's probably
just more familiar with Wake4County.

We -- we spoke earlier about the map

prepared by Ms. Earls. I think it's called the
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SCSJ map. And I -- I was wondering, was that map,
in regards specifically to Wake County, was that
reviewed in looking at_ways to maintain communities
of interest?

REP. DOLLAR: I don't recall reviewing
that map..

REP. JACKSON: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. JACKSON: Would you be willing to

review that map?

REP. DOLLAR: As Chairman Lewis said, any‘

infprmatiop that you want to bring forward, I'li be
happy to take a look at that.

REP. JACKSON: All right.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Daughtry. Rep.
Daughtry passes. Rep. Bryapt.

REP. BRYANT: Thank‘you, Mr. Chair.

And to the bill sponsor, I want to
appreciate thg time you spent in my district and
area in looking'at these issues and listening to
the concerns of‘the_constitgents there.

I ha#e,a couple of questions. 1In the --

can you give me some backgrqund on the legal basis

and any other analysis you were relying on that had

you feel that the two-pod -- two-county pod

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process, or regime, would supersede the VRA process
in the sense of éontinuing a egistingly [sic]
successful'pairing of Halifax and Nash and, you
know, the results of that, versus feeling like you
had to not do that because of the need to keep this
two-county pod? Could you give me a little more
information on that? Thanks.

REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Rep. Bryant, and

I also wish to express my appreciation to you. I

know that you -- that you, along with several other
members -- and I should have made that clear in the
opening remarks -- attended all the public hearings

as well. And I appreciate the kindness that you --
that you shHowed me while I was there.

REP. BRYANT: And, Mr. Sponsor, I just
wanted to remind you that I -- I thought a good --

RE? . DOLLAR: Fcllow-up?

REP. BRYANT: Follow-up, Mr. Chair. That
it would sure be, for those of us who had the
battle scars of all six hours of all those public
hearings, we should get to move a certain number of
precincts of our choice.

REP. LEWIS: Thank you for that, Rep.
Bryant. Basically, all of these rules do not -- do

not operate in a in a vacuum. As we have defined
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before, we do indeed the -- we do indeed consider
the construction of the VRA districts to have a
higher precedent than the Stephenson formula for
county combinations. However, we do not feel that
those are mutually exclusive.

In other words, if you can draw a
reasonably compact VRA district and still preserve
a two-county pod or a three-county pod or whatever ;
is the smallest number of counties to be combined,
we feel that's what the law requires you to do.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP..BRYANT: Thank you, Mr. Chair. Can
yéu then describe how you see the -- the Lewis-

Dollar-Dockham 2 District 7 meeting -- how you see

it meeting the majority-minority district? I'm

assuming you see that as a majority-minority
district -- that's my assumption. And so, can you
describe how it meets that requirement?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Bryant, it meets that
requirement because (a) it exceeds 50 percent plus
one in minority popqlation, thereby satisfying the
VRA requirement; and number 2, it meets that
requirement because it fits in a two-county pod
combination with Franklin County.

REP. BRYANT: Follow-up, Mr. Chair?
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REP. DOLLAR:. Eollow—up.

REP. BRYANT: I have the tape. Can you
show me which race percentages you are using to get

that number of 50 percent plu§ one? And I

"apologize that I'm not already on -- I mean, I

don't see what you see, so you must be using a --
I'm on page 6 of 23. Is that the right page, or
should I be on another page? Seven?

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Bryant, just so we're
clear, which district are you referring to?

REP. ERXANT: District 7,fI'm sorry.

REP. DOLLAR: District 72

REP. BRYANT: Yeah. Just District 7.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Bryant, looking on page

6, as you have directed me to, I would point out
that there are actually, as we discussed briefly
this morning, a couple of different ways that the
African-American population is measured. That
comes entirely from the Census.

In other words, if you identified
yourself as an African-American, that's -- that's
what you were rgcorded as. If yéu identified
yourself as, "Well, I'm part African American and
part Caucasian,“ then you were classified as

something else.
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But looking through all of these reports,

District 7, column -- let's see; 1, 2, 3, 4 —-
column 5 shows peréent biack voting age population
by race as 50.02. 1If you look oVér towards the far
right column, it gives the total black population,
which is what I was referring to, as the any part
black voting age population, and that is at 50.67,
which, again, meets the definition that I defined

earlier of being in excess of 50 percent plus one.

REP. BRYANT: 1Is -- it seems like you
show it --

REP. DOLLAR: Do you have follow-up?

REP. BRYANT: Follow-up, Mr. Chair.
Sorry.

It seems like you short -- short-changed
me, you know, point 40-some pércent of —- of a

black person or something, would you think? 50
pércent plus one and 50.67. I'm just asking.

REP. LEWIS: 1It's refreshiﬁg that you
don't feel packed, Reﬁ. Bryant.

REP. BRYANT: Well, that was going to be
my --

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Bryant, if you
would --

REP. BRYANT: Yes.
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REP. DOLLAR: If you have any other

questions; if not, we'll move on.

REP. BRYANT: I do. Follow-up, Mr.
Chair. And I apologize.

REP. DOLLAR: Fcllow-up.

REP. BRYANT: Okay. That was going to be .
my -- my next question, is how come there is some
packing and there is some people that are, you
know, 47 percent short of a black person to meet 50
percent point 1? Can you say how you made those
cﬂoices and decisiéns?

Follow-up, Mr. Chair. And that's not

REP; DOLLAR: Would you allow Rep. Lewis
to respond?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Bryant, as I read the
Stephenson reQui:ements, it is any percentage over
50 constitutes a majority-minority seat.

REP. BRYANT: Followfup, Mr. Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP: BRYANT: Okgy. I was just -- so the.
guestion is, how did you decide to have some
districts pe 50 percent and some 57 and some 53 andj
some -- you kno@, what the variation of numbers

that you -- that you have out there in terms of the
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minority-majority districts?

REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Rep. Bryant. I
understand what you're trying to -- what you have
asked now. |

The way that that percentage came about
is in an attempt to get the one man, one vote
requirement met. As we alreédy discussed today,
the ideal population for a seat in the North
Carolina House is 79{462. We drew the lines at
79,462, plus or minus five percent, and that --
that was the first threshold that had to be met.
Once tﬁat was met,'it was then looked at as could
you make it at -- at a higher than a 50 -- than a
50 percent threshold. And we were, so we met both
of those.

REP. BRYANT: I have one more question
about this area.

REP.:DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. BRYANT: Okay.‘ In -- in District 7,
one of the other issues of concern is the number of |
split precincté, and I'm aware you say that it is
low on the list in priority at some level as you
look at your, I guess your pods.

However, it -- this seems —- did you take -

into account in this situation that you had, six -
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there are only six whole precincts, at least in the
Nash County part of this district -- I hadn't
analyzed the Franklin County bart yet -- and 15
split precincts. Did that factor in, or have you
considered that in any way?

REP. LEWIS: No, ma'am, I did not.

REP. DOLLAR: Thank you. Rep. Hackney.

REP. HACKNEY: 1I'd liké to foilow up;on
some of the earlier questions.

Why were Rep. Weiss and Rep. Murray
placed in the same district? It would have been
very easy not to have done that. Why was that
done? Take all the time you need.

REP. LEWIS: Thank you, sir.

You've had since February 17th to provide
us plans that would not have done that. So my
answer to you is, having not received any plans
from you or from Repi Weiss fo the contrary, I
really have no other response.

REP. DOLLAR:‘ Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: Can I move forward with
another question? One of the Voting Rights
districts that you changed substantially was the
one represenfed by Rep. Edith Warren. You pretty

much completely displaced her from the territory
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she now represents. Is it your yiew that the law
is -- that you are abie to_do that, given that it's
a Voting Rights district?. '

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, Rep. Warren
resides in Pitt.County.

REP. HACKNEY: I believe most of her
territory was given to Rep. Farmer-Butterfield, if
I recall. ;

REP. LEWIS: The district -- the district ]
was drawn in a_mannef.that is compliant with the
requirements that we've gone througﬁ multiple timeg
here. And I havg no specific answer for House
District 8;

REP. HACKNEY: Follow-up?.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. ﬁACKNEY: Would the result have been;
different if she were African-American, do you
know, under the law? | |

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, going back.to,i
as we discussed, the coﬁnties of Wilson and Pitt
form a two-county grouping. The drawing that was
drawn for House District 24, represented by Rep.
Farmer-Butterfield, was drawn up to the 5.1 percenti
mark, and Rep. Warren's di§trict was drawn after

that. It was drawn within the pod. I'm afraid I
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don't understand exactly what you're trying to --

REP. HACKNEY: My -- my -- let me be more
épecific.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: Thank you. It would
appear that it's a Voting Rights district, that
Rep. Warren is the candidate of choice of the
African-American voters in that district, and yet
she was totally displaced from that district and, I
believe, given a very different district. And my
question is,ado you believe the law permits you to
do that? ~

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, as I've said
before,'tﬂe process by which these lines were drawn
took into account the one man, one vote, which both
these districts that are shared in Wilson and a
Pitt County pod, complies with. It then takes into
account the opportunity to draw a VRA district in
which African-Americans have the opportunity to
elect a candidate of their choice, which this
complies with. And certainly the -- I should have
said this first. Certainly, the one man one vote
requirement was required [sic]. So obvidusly
District 8 was drawn within the law.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?
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REP. HACKNEY: Why were Rep. Harrison and
Rep. Jeffus placed in the same legislative
districté

REP. LEWIS: Speaker Hackney, Mr.
Chairman, that is in Guilford County; is that
correct?

REP. HACKNEY: Yes, that is my
understanding. Yes, sir.

REP. LEWIS: The only thing that I can
speculate on, Mr. Speaker, is that if you look at
the map, the dots indicating the residencies are
literally on top of each other. And so my guess
would be tﬂat it was just the geographic proximity.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow—ub?

REP. HACKNEY: Yes. And why were Rep.
Ross and Rep. Martin placed in the same district?

I believe they dgn't live anywhere close to each
other.

REP. LEWIS: Excuse me jusﬁ a second, Mr.
Speaker. Rep. chkney, it.would appear to also
have been an issue.of p;ox@mity of ;he residences.

‘REP. DOLLAR: Do you hgve ﬁurther follow-
ub? .

BEP, HACKNEY: 1I'd like to keep going for

a while, if it's all right, Mr. Chair, unless

there's some limit on it. Is there a limit?

REP. DOLLAR: Well, I'm just making sure
that we -- we'vé,got a couple of.other people on
the list. As I said before, the -- happy to make
sure that you have every opportunity to ask every
question that -- that you have, but I also want to
make sure that we move around to the other members
and ensure that they have time to address their
concerns és well.

So if you want to continue down this line
for a couple of more questions, that would
certainly be fine.

REP. HACKNEY: Yes, Mr. Chair. It's well"
known that around North Carolina politics that Mr.
Art Pope is very active in politics, and I wanted
to ask if he had anything to do with -- in any way
with the construction of the Congressional House or
Senate Districts. Any involvement of any kind.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, I don't recall
seeing or having a conversation with Art Pope in
quite some time.

#EP. HACKNEY: And I ask the question
again, Mr. Chair. The question is whether he had
any involvemen; in any of these maps,

Congressional -- of any kind -- involvement of any
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kind, Congressional, House, or Senate?

REP. LEWIS: To my knowledge, he did not.

REP. HACKNEY: Thank you, sir.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Sta@.

REP. STAM: A quick quéstion.

With respect to this House p;an, has
Speaker Hackney or any other member of the minority
party presented any proposed plan to you to be
considered?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Stam, thank you for the
question.

The answer is no. Despite repeated
requests and despite thé allocation of resources to
make it possible for members to produce plans or to
suggest ideas, even within counties or their
district, despite the outreach and the willingness
to review it and attempt to accommodate the

request, we have received nothing, other than the

-one report from the -- the one map from the outside

group that I referred to a little bit earlier in my
remarks.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REPi STAM: Apd did that map -- did I
understand that map had a 46-county pod?

REP. LEWIS: Yes, sir. We did review the
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social -- the Southern Coalition for Social Justice
map, looked for all of the_gpod ideas that we
possibly could and, of course, realized that it had
a 46—county.pod,,or county grouping, which would
certainly not comply with Stephenson. And despite.
the fact that there were good ideas on that plan, :
and some of which we actually did adopt, the plan
itself would not have complied with the law.

REP. DOLLAR: Any further follow-up?
Rep. Bryant.

REP. BRYANT: Thank you, Mr. Chair. Mr.
Sponsor, these questions are related to.;he Halifax
County part.éfvthe existing District 7. |

As you were thinking about £he_legal
requirements and.the other requirements you were
following with the placemeﬁt of —- of Halifax and
the Halifax—Northampton pod, did it -- what weight
did it have thap there is a ——'well—entrenched -- a
white incumbent already the choice of the
Northampton County majority-minority, but -- and
that's different from the history of Halifax County
in over the years electing -- over about 20 years,
electing a minority African-American as their
representative. Did that -- was that -- how did

that play into your decisions on that? If it did.
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REP. LEWIS: Well, it played into it only

in that it was realized that the combination of
those two counties would comply with the one man,
one vote. It was possible to draw a VRA district
with a black majority voting age population, and it
compiied with Stephenson in that it formed a
perfect two-county pod.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up? Rep. Hackney.

REP. HACKNEY: I wanted to follow up on
your statements about consideration.

I ﬁﬁderstand that the -- the Anita Earls
map that was submittea had very different Wake
County districts, and that constituted a proposal
for you to have considered with respect to Wake
County, even though the Earls map did not otherwise
comply with Stephenson across some of the rest of
the state.

Did you consider the Wake County
districts as proposed by Anita Earls, which, of
course, as I recall, did not put any incumbents
together in Wake County? That would have taken
care of four of the incumbents who have been placed
together in the same district.

REP. LEWIS: Yes, sir. I did review the

plan by the SCSJ. I believe your assertations are
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correct to the best of Iy recollection.
Ultimately, the decision was made to draw Wake
County in a way Qifferent than that proposed by Ms.
Earls.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: But why? It's kept
existing communities of interest together. It did a
not put anybody together'—- any incumbents in the
same district. It complied, I think everybody
would.agree, with tﬁe Voting Righfs Act. Why?

REP. LEWIS: Representative, I don't -- I
dd%'t have Ms. Earls' mép before me. I don't have
the statistics on the VRA districts tﬁat she |
proposed. And without those before me, I can
honestly say that I jﬁst do.not recall how she drew
the map.

.REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REPT HACKNEY: And would you go back and
look at it énd.consider it?

REP. LEWIS: ¥es,.sir. Of course.

REP. HACKNEY: _Thank you.

REP. DOLLAR: . Rep._Stam.

REP. STAM: Mr. Chairman, dées that
constitute a request by the m;nority leader that we

do the Anita Earls map? In other words, I'm trying
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t§ see 1f they've ever méde a request for a -- ever
made a proposal. Is he actually now making a
proposal®?

ﬁEP. LEWIS: Mr. -- Mr. Chair, I
appreciate Rep. Stam's remarks. I understood what
Rep. Hackney said, and as I've tried to make it
clear to all the members of committee, I will
review anything that is sent forth. The fact that
I do not recall the specifics of the SCSJ map, I'd
be glad to review it again.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Jackson.

REP. JACKSON: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

In getting back to, as we think overnight
in an attempt to draw some amendments, or some
plans of our own, it would be helpful to know
exactly what you consider to be a community of
interest, and that's why I'm trying to be as
specific as»I've been. And so I'll ask, do you
consider individual neighborhoods to be communities
of interest?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Jackson, I can only --
I can only answer for myself, and that -- in that,
yes; I would -- I would think that they would be.
But the question that will be asked is, whose

community and whose interest?
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REP. JACKSON: Okay. And --

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. JACKSON: Follow-up. One follow—up..

This would be along the original lines to the
chair, if I could, and -- and I was just wanting to
ask, looking at District 41 as drawn on the Lewis-
Dollar-Dockham number 2 map, I just wanted to get
the chair's opinion on what role New Hill in
southern Wake County had in common with suburban
north Cary, as far as being communities of
interest?

REé. LEWIS: They are both in Wake
County.

REP. JACKSON: Follow-up, Mr. Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. JACKSON: That -- that was actually

directed to the chair, as being someone who lived

in Wake County, I just wanted to get his opinion on

that.

REP. DOLLAR: I think that's an accurate
answer. Wake County in common.

ﬁﬁP. JACKSON: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. SACKSON: Would you -- do they have

anything else in common, in your opinion, Mr.
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Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: They're all going to be in
District 41. Rep. Gill.

' ﬁEPf GILL: Thank you. I just wanted to
ask a question; o

In the past, Wake County has been able to
have at least three minority representatives in the
House. Based on the map that you have drawn now,
it appears that, at most, we can get two -- we had
three out of nine; now at most, two out of eleven.
Did you take any - take into consideration how we
could have the African-American population in”Wake
County may have an opportunity.to have a possible
three out of eleven?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Gill, for the chair's
benefit, could you name the three African-Bmerican
members currently serving from Wake County?

REP. GILL: I didn't say they were
currently serving. I said in the past.~ The
members were Linaé Coleman, Bernard Allen, and Todd
Harrell. We had three representatives -- minority
representatives in the House at one time, and only
one was eleeted from a -- wasn't even a 50 percent
minority district.

Based on the drawing you have now, you
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have created two minority districts over 51 percent
and no minoripy districts greater than 31 percent
or 32 percent..

kEP. LEWIS: So, Rep. Gill, if I could,
just for clarification, are you saying that a
majority district drawn at less fhan 50 percent has
less chance of electing a minority?

REP. GILL: No, I didn't ask -- I didn't
say that. What I was asking you is, did you
consider us =-- try -- trying to draw another one?
If -- if your criteria is that the only way that
they can get elected is with a 51 percent, because
that appears to wﬁat you're doing with all of the
African-American districts. majority-minority
districts. Then it looked like to me that maybe
you would have considered drawing a third district
in Wake County with at least 51 percent.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Gill, absolutely, if
a -- if an area can be identified in which another
50 percent blus one district can be drawn, the
chair would certainly be open to that. The chair
thanks theviady for réminding him of when Wake
County did, in fact, ha§e three. I remember -- it’
currently has two.

REP. GILL: Well, it really had four. I
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was only talking about the House of Representative
members.

REP. LEWIS: Yes, ma'am. What do you --
what would you attribute the fact that it went from
three to two -- I mean, to what would you attribute‘
that? |

REP. GILL: You're looking at the
numbers.

REP. DOLLAR: No further question?

Further members of the committee wishing to be
recognized? Rep. Hackney, do you -- oh. Rep.
Bryant.

RﬁP. BRYANT: I have one more. It's just~™
a sort of summary point, Mr. Chair. |

Can you give -- describe what ideas or
input from the AfricanrAmerican community that is
incorporated in»your plan, if there is any? Given
the public hearings and the e-mails and the other
letters and call; and visits. that you've had.

REP. LEWIS: Rép. Bryant, as I've
answered, I believe, Rep. Rapp earlier, the most
obvious change in the map based on -- based on
input from the African-American community was the
deletion of the African-American majority district

in southeastern North Carolina.
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. REP. DOLLAR: Further questions from

committee members? Rep. Hackney.

REP. HACKNEY: Well,‘your answer brings
up a question.

There has been, I think it's fair to say,
an outpouring in.the African-American community
across the state against what they consider as
packing, evén if you don't consider it that. And I
wonder if -- and -- and I think the -- a fair
reading of their sentiment is that lower percentage
districts, which have worked Qell for them in the
past, fogether with influence districts
surrounding -- which have also'wérked together with
them in the past.

Is there -- I think it's fair to say that
from the public hearings there, the -- the --
that's the choice of the African—American community
in the state. .It was -- I attended and listened to
the public hearings. The outpouring was there. It
was virtually the same at every place. And yet you
do not appear to have listened to that at all. 1Is
that correct?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, thank you also .
for éttending this meeting of the public hearings

as you did.
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In reading the law, as we have previously
discussed, we believe that a VRA district has to be
at a 50 percent plus level in order to be
considered a true Voting Rights Act district.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: And you've attributed that
earlier to the Pender County case, the Bartlett
case. Do you have any other legal support
whatsoever for that éosition? Because, as you
know, Anita Earls and others have told you that's
not the law.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, I believe the
case that I cited was adjudica;ed by the Supreme
Court. I do not recall, despite the grateful
abpreciation that the chair has for the ideas and
interest submitted, that Ms. Earls is, in fact, a
member of the Supreme Court.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Bryant.

REP. BRYANT: I have anothe; question,
Rep. Lewis, and this is, you know I have to fight
as hard as I can.

And this is on the pod -- going back now
to pods. When ; look at the map -- and this would
be mgybe good if -- I don't know if it can be

projected on the screen. But when I look at
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district, if you can follow me ﬁ?om left -- from
right to left, starting‘op the east coast. If you
started with District 3, which is Dare and Hyde, in
that area. Ahd tben - and Dis;rict 3, which is
sort of not a perfect --

Well, before we get to that, what is your
idea of pods? How did the pod principle work?
That would be my first question. Then I'll ask you
a follow-up.

REP. LEWIS: Thank you for the question.

It's my unéerstanding that thé Stephenson
iawsuit established guidelines for how counties
would bé grouped. If a ccunfy can be kept single
and whole, that is thé most desirable form for a
county to be kept. If a county cannot be kept
whole, then it shéuld be combined with -- we should
thén go through and create as many two-county
combinations, two-county groupings as we can.
After that, we should create as many three-county
groupings as we can. After that, four counties,
and so on.

REP. BRYANT:_ Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: AFollow—up.

REP. BRYANT: Okay. Then, as you look at

what you have proposed, starting with District 3
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and then looking at 6 and 12 and 10 -- I'm going

across the straight -- state from right to left.
And 4 and 26, 28, 21, 22, in tha; area. And then
you come down spgth, going left. 46, 47, 48, 66,
and 67. I'm just trying to pick out the ones that
don't fit that magic, you know, count of -- two-
county posture.

What -- how would you describe the
podding that's happening as you move from right to
left in those counties, and how is that justified,
versus, you know, the two-county system, you know,
that -- that you were describing to me earlier?

REP. LEWIS: Tﬁank you for £he question,
Rep..Bryant. :

It is described simply and could be
actually illustrated simply by putting a county map
up that shows the populations.

In order to have one member of the House,
the ideal population is 79,462. Two members, the
idéal is 158,925, and so on.

These counties were combined in as small
a possible way to reach the number that was
necessary to draw the seats. If there were a way ]
to create ﬁore two-county pods than three counties,

that's what we chose to do.
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REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. BRYANT: So would you describe that
as a 20-county pod going across there?

REP. LEWIS: Yes, ma'am. There is one
20 -- there is one 20-county pod. .

REP. BRYANT: Thank you.

REP. LEWIS: Just for the record, Rep.
Bryant, the chair was trying to put his hands on --
we actually have the pod -- the podding map online
and had printed one out to bring, and somehow I
have’misplaced it. Staff is going to actually put
the podding map on the screen.

REP. BRYANT: Mr. Chair? Thank you.

It would be -- it would surely be good if
tﬁat could be ava%lable to us. And I have one more
follow-up question, uﬁless Inm -- you want me to

wait.

REP. DOLLAR: Well, if you -- if you will

just hold on one minute. And I would reiterate
. AY

what Representative -- what Chairman Lewis has
said, and that is, if you look at -- closely at
your -- at the map in front of you, you will notice

the dark blue lines constitute the boundaries of
the groupings, or what some people call "pods."

Northampton, there is a soliq blue line around
those two counties. ‘If you'll potice, with regard
to‘Franklin and Nash, with regard to Wilson and
Pitt, with regard to ﬁdgecombe and Martin; all --
éll of those two-county groupings have solid blue
lines indicating that they are a group or a pod,
and you will also notice'cn the map a number of
similar counties which are in Stephenson -- what
would be a single county grouping.

So, hopefully, that will be helpful, and
I‘—— I think maybe there -- and we can -- we will
be"sure to have for you -- actually, you can
probably get it from staff shortly after the
meeting, just the 5lue lines to help your thinking.

REP. BRYANT: And --

REP. DOLLAR: Do you have a further
guestion?

REP. BRYANT: Yes. I had a follow-up.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Bryant.

REP. BRYANT: And -- and this is
something I talked to staff about, but I -- I sort A
of want to get)it on the record and maybe if --
some people may not be aware.

To the extent, like, you're in a

situation that I'm in, in District 7, where I only ~
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have six full precincts and 15 split. This is in
one county. I haven't.analyzed Franklin, but it
looked like a lot of -- just a cursory look at some
of the tables, it looked like there were
significant split precincts.

Wouldn't be your -- would you agree that
it would pretty much render the electoral
information unreliable since we don't know -- you
know, it's no way to know who voted, you know, how
to use that voter data in those -- in -- when you
have that many split precincts?

REP. LEWIS: No, ma'am. I don't think it
would render it unreliable.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. BRYANT: How would you describe,
then, the reliability of electoral data in a
situation where you have that high number of split
precincts?

REP. LEWIS: Well, Rep. Bryant, in the
case of the State House, goiﬂg back to the example
we've talked about, all the ballots cast for State
House District 7 would have your name on them, and
the ballo£s cast in ﬂouse District 25 would have
someone else's name on it, so the results would

actually be very accurate.
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REP. BRYANT: Follow-up, Mr. Chair?

. REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. BRYANT: I -- I -- I wasn't good --
my qguestion wasn'p clear, and I apologize for that.

I wasn't meaning the outcome on Election
Day, even though that is a concern of mine, in
terms of how -- the likelihood of errors in terms '
of ballots. But that's not my question.

My question is the reliability of the
electoral statistics provided by precinct in the --
in this report for a given district. How -- what
is your opinion of'how reliable it is in -- in
situatiops where you have a lot of split precincts?
So, X precinct may have voted a certain way, but if
you.don't have the whole precinct, you don't have a
way to know whét advantage of that result you're
getting. Is th?t_'f am I making sense?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Bryant, I think your
point is well taken, but it's the only information
that we have,'and it's information that's been
relied on by past General Assemblies as well.

| REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Wilkins.

REP. WILKINS: Mr. Chair, my -- my

question is goingbto be about the schedule, if you

want to take it at the end of the session.
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REP. DOLLAR: Well, go ahead and ask it

now, since it's on your mind.
.REP. WILKINS: Thank you. Thank you,

sir. According to the schedule, the only committee

activity I see for tomorrow is -- for House
members -- is at 5 p.m. Is that -- is that going
to stand?

REP. DOLLAR: That's -- and I'll defer to
Chgirman Lewis for the schedule.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Wilkins, that is
correct. We will convene tomorrow at 5, and if
necessary, go'until 9:00. The schedule that you
have before you for Saturday is possibly subject to
chaﬁge. I received word that the Senate may
complete its business on Friday, as opposed to
needing their tiﬁe slot on Saturday.

I reélly want to come back around to the
question of communities of interest. What -- what
constitutes it, and I:ve read what's in the Blue
Book, so I've, you know, I can -- you know, we
don't have to.

But they -- it references it. But if we
tick off A, B, C, D,.what>are -- what are -- what
are A thrqugh D in terms of criteria that define
for you communities of interest?

REP. LEWIS: Thank you for the question,'ﬂ

Rep. Rapp.
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I think that's exactly the problem, and

the reason that it follows as low down as it does.
For some, a community of ipterest may be as simple
as communities ﬁhét attend the same high school.
For some -- in fact, one theory I heard is anybody
that is in the same Superior Court judicial
district is a community of -- of interest. So I
think theréin lies the problem in that we don't
have a hard and fast way to rank.
| You know, respectfully, a community of

interest, in.my thinking, could be as small as your
home. 'You could expand it to the neighborhood in
which youv;ive. "You could expand it into the
fownship in which you live. You could expanded
into the county in which you live. That's --
that's ~-- we have no hard and fast definition to
use -- to use for that.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. RAPP: Yes. Thank you.

And I guess that's -- that is why I am

struggling a little bit with -- with -- with a few .

of those. And I won't keep going back to my
Haywood map, but it's -- i:'s an example of some
communities that have a community center, vote

together at that same community center, and yet,

-
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you know, we're -- we're dividing them in this --
or actually two of them that we're -- we're
dividing. And they're small rural centers and
we're —-- that probably are not going to have the --
the major impact on the election.

But it -- it -- I see that from a rural
perspective how -- how the communities define
themselves, how, in that case, the election
officials have come before us and said,'you know,
we really need to keep this together, it's, you
know, it's cost -- it's not cost-effective, it's --
it's confusing, people leave angrily as they -- as
they did in -- in earlier election cycles when --
when they were divided one other time, just to make
the numbers work.

And - and I think that's my concern, is
when the numbers kind of override what -- what may
be self-defined by the communities as communities
of interest.

And so I —- I -- I bring that out there,
and I was just trying to get clear from your
perspective if there were some -- some basic
criteria you used that say "this is what defines
community of interest." You know, we have to have

at least these two things in play to define that
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something is a community of interest, whether that

means -- starting with what you said, Chairman

Lewis, with the —- with tﬁe household, maybe.
But‘I don't’know. Can you -- can you

talk any more about that? Because as I march

across the state, I'm seeing different ~- seems to
be just using different criteria in -- in that
determination.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Rapp, the only thing
that I can say is, provided we comply with the one
man, one vote element, it would appear that,
obviously( the other part of the Stephenson
criteria would be met iq that it's in the same
county.. You know, it's just -- it's in the same
county grouping and then within the same county.

~If you'd like to(_please work with staff
and prepare an amendment that, again, does not
violate the one man, one vote, we certaiﬁly would
be glad to consider that.

REP. RAPP: I appreciate that. I'll --
I'll do some ;hinking ovefnight to -- to see how we
might. Because I Fhink it would, as you say, it
might have some -- help clear up some things,
and -- énd;so it'srjust not fuizy. But I'l1l

certainly make an -- stab:-- take a stab at it.

Yoﬁr
request should .contain specific instructions to the
staff.as to the clear intentions of the substance
of the amendment.

Contact information. Our staff,
unfortunately, works aréund the clock, and they ask
that your contact information be provided,
especially your cell phone or home phone or
wherever you can be reached after hours so that
they may be able to contact you.

This is the big one. Please remember
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that in this process, sufficient time is needed to
develop the map, drafting the amendment and
associated map and statistics, and then the
printiné of the package. Staff estimates that this
could take upwards of four hours, depending on the
complexity of the request and other pending
requests.

Erika Churchill has been designated as
the point of contact for amendment requests. She
will direct the amendments to be prepared by the
staff, but we need a single point -- é single
clearinghouse, if you will. All of you know how to
loék up Erika's e—mail..

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2 plan, there are 402 split VIDs. In the 2009-78,

MS. MCCRAW: That's cofrect. In 2007,

5o I've -- and the one other one that
seems to be in most states that I -- that I've got
in front of me -- media markets or common

communications links.
REP. DOLLAR: I recognize Chairman Lewis.

If you -- if you wish to respond. .

-Worley Reporting
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'REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

Thank you, Rep. Rapp. I appreciate the work that
you've done and the work the staff's done. 1I'd be
happy to work with you. Pérhaps that is something
that we could codify in the future.
~ I would say that many of those -- in

fact, most of those you name were considered. I
don't knOW‘if they were considered in any
particular ranked order. But, yes, I'm sure we
considered most of those that you named.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. RAPP: Follow-up. So ére you saying
in some cases? In ail cases?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Raﬁp, whét I'm saying -
ié that, in order to draw a legal map, we were
rgquired to‘make.sure that the one man, one vote
rule was applied to our maps. We were also
required to compiy with the federal Voting Rights

Act. We were then, number three, required to

.comply with the Stephénson requirements of

counties -- of county groupings.

And then on down thg list, as we
discussed yesterday, we were allowed to consider --
after all those criteria were satisfied, we were

allowed to consider communities of interest. And
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did so when we could.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up? Or we move on
if you --

REP. RAPP: Well, my -- my -- yeah. I
guess in that list I read, clearly racial
communities were listed as -- as part of that, so I
think when you -- you're dealing with the Voting
Rights Act, clearly that, you know, qualifies
under -- under community of interest.

And so I want to be clear in terms of
whether any‘of these other factors were weighted
heavily after the Voting Rights Act in -- in your
decision—making?

REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Rep. Rapp. Mr.
Chairman, I don't recall exactly how the seventh
priority, whicb is communities of interest, were

used, and I can't answer any more specifically than

that.
REP. DOLLAR: Thank you. Rep. Wilkins.
REP. WILKINS: Thank you, Mr. Chair. I'm |
going to go down the -- is it on? .Is it on now?

REP. DOLLAR: And we need you to speak up
for the court reporter, if you would.
REP. WILKINS: All right.

REP. DOLLAR: I appreciate that.

And to look more specifically at my area, f
i$.the_senior chair aware that Person and Granvillé
aré in the same COG? -

REP. LEWIS: Did you say in the same pod?

REP. WILKINS: COG. Council of
Gpvernments.

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Wilkins, I do not know -
how the Council,oﬁ Government divides up the
counties. I knbw that Person and Granville are in

the same pod, which is a higher criteria than

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communities of interest.
REP. WILKINS: Follow-up?
REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. WILKINS: Does the senior chair have

knowledge that within Region K, most of the region

was included in an economic development hub formed
a couple of years ago?

REP. LEWIS: No, sir. I'm -- and I'm
ha&ing a hard time following the relevance of this
as it applies to redistricting, as the gentleman
continues to point out that Person and Granville
are liﬁked in various ways and they're linked on
this map. I'm having a very hard time following
the gentleman's point.

REP. DOLLAR: Do you have a follow-up?

REP. WILKINS: May I follow up, please?

REP. DOLLAR: Proceed.

REP. WILKINS: Then, Rep. Lewis, am I to
assume that you do not know that Person was not
included in that economic development hub?

-REP. LEWIS: Representative, I just
answered that I don't have any idea about the
economic development. hub of which you speak.

REP. DOLLAR: Do you have further follow-

up?
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REP. WILKINS: If I may make a statement?

REP. DOLLAR: Proceed.

REP. WILKINS: The hub was created by
this legislature in 2007, a piece of legislation
introduced by Rep. Crawford. And I have no further
questions. .

REP. DOLLAR: Thank you. Rep. Fisher.

REP. FISHER: Thank you, Mr. Chairman and
Chairman Lewis. I would like to go back just for a
second to the double-bunking question, since it's
one that I'm affected by a little bit.

I -- I don't recall exactly your'response::
when I asked about double—bunking,.but that you --
but you did mention something about looking at the
progimity with which two incumbents live to‘one
another. And so that made me interested to see
just how c;ose I live to the person that I'm
doublé—bunked with, énd I live approximately nine
and a‘half m%leg away frqm her‘gnd she.from.me.

So that led me to want to revisit this
issue again just to see if you weré aware that
you -- yoquplans, all of your plans,.have double-
bunking in them?

REP. LEWIS: Yes, ma'am. They're my

plans.
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REP. FISHER: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. FISHER: I'm -~ I'm intrigued by the
fact that if's a common element in every map that
you drew, and I'm -- I'm wondering if you have a
view about the practice of pairing incumbents in
the -- into the same districts?

REP. LEWIS: Yes, ma'am. I think that we
have drawn 120 districts that are legal, fair, and
competitive. I do not see thaﬁ the diétricts
belong to the_individuai who currently holds the
seat. And I do think that if double—buﬁking is
done in a malicious way, as it was under Sutton
Plan 5, which the Democrats passed in 2002, which
double-bunked 17 Republicans and five —-- excuse
me -- th;ee Democrats, that someone may have a
point to make. |

REP. FISHER: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. FISHER: Thank you, Mr. Chairman..

Chairman Lewis, I was not a part of that
redistricting plan and'didh't take part in it in
any way. And so I guess what I want to know is, if
besides, you know, harkening back to what was done

ten years ago and making that be the reason why
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it's being done today, I'd like to know if you have
any legal basis for double-bunking in this
instance?

REP. LEWIS: To the best of my knowledge,
there is no statutory or case law that deals with
double-bunking. And to tha best of my knowledge,
I've received no input from you prior to the
release of this map nbr since the release of this
map of how to -- how to address the concern.

REP. FISHER: Thank you.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Alexander.

REP. ALEXANDER: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.
I'm trying to get this mic to act right.

I want to harken back to part of
yesterday's discussion. We were talking --
Chairman Lewis was talking yesterday about in
response to, I forget whose question, consultation
with African-American organizations.

As you may or may not know, I'm a former
state president of the North Carolina NAACP and had
been involved with the organization for a number of
years in '91 and in '81. When this body was
redistricted, I was a participant with the
organization and know that there was input from the

community into the process at that time.
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The NAACP is one of the few organizations
within the African-American community that you can
find membership in, in just about every county in
the state. And I noticed in observing some of the
public input that you had members of the
organization who showed up at a number of sites and
seemed to uniformly have concerns about what we
would process as "packing."

And this got me to thinking, and I
wondered what process are you following in reaching
out to the African-American community, beyond the
members of --.of thengommittee, in order to
ascertain the views of the community'in terms of
how the diétricts are to be drawn and at what level
of population.should appropriately Be in the
districts. That's question number one.

ngstion number two'is that having heard

statements at the public hearings, I'm wondering

" how you are pro;essing what seems to be a fairly

uniform concern about packing?
REP. LEWIS: Thank you, Rep. Alexander.
I will be happy to provide.you copies of
the at least five letters that were mailed to the
NAACP asking for input, and would love to provide

you with replies, had any been sent. None were
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| Regarding the testimony at the public
hearings, we worked very hard to try to understand
the concerns that were expressed. As I have quoted
numerous times before this committee, "packing" is
a legally defined term, sé I would ask you how you
define it and what court case or statute you would
use that differs from the definition that I've

already provided at least three or four times since.

we've started this committee hearing.

REP. ALEXANbER: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR:" Respond.

REP. ALEXANDER: I understand what the
definition is, but the essence of my question isn't .
about the definition.” It's about how the committee
And its leadership is processing the input that
I've seen from these publi: hearingé. Because part
of this process at tﬁe end of the day is that the
people who aré going té pe affected, the citizens,
have got to understand what's going on and have to
view that the process itself has produced a product
that they're comfortable with.

And that's - that's what I'm seeking to
understand, is how that is being processed, you

know, within the committee decision-making to end
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up with that -- that product?

REP. LEWIS: Thank you for the question,
Rep. Alexander. Since you and everyone else I have
posed the question of "whét is packing," please
give me a legal definition. Since no one will
provide that, what the committee is using is the
legal definition provided by the Supreme Court,
which says that packing is when you place so
many -- when you place such a large number of
minorities into a single district that you are
precluded from drawing a second minority district.

So, égain, respectfully, if we have not
found the court case or the statute or any other
legal definition of what packing ié, I -- I would
respectfully ask for you to submit that.
Otherwise, the chair and the committee will
proceed -- will proceed on the legal, written
definition of the word.

REP. bOLLAR: Folléw—up? ’

REP. ALE*ANDER: ‘Yes, Mr. Chairman. I --

I just simply want to say that in observing what

Citizens have been saying at the hearings, there is

obviouély a -- a deficit of understanding in the

community as to either the legal definition or a

misunderstanding as to how this process is going to
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benefit them as citizens. And that;s -- that's
what I'm trying to get at. I mean, not -- not the.
definition, you know, in the book or definition in
the -- in a court case.

I'm trying to figure out how we're going
to make sure that John Q. Citizen understands,
because if I measure what I'm seeing, the average
African—Americaﬂ citizen does not understand this

process to be producing the result that they're |

v
v

comfortable with.
REP. LEWIS: Rep. Alexander, I hope they.
will appreciate the fact that the committee has |
foilowed the law aﬁd has éompliedeith the law and
the legai definition therein. |
I cannot speak to the ways in which we
méy better educate the general public that this
issue has been litigated and clearly defined, and
despite intent -- attempts that are being made to
incite and confuse and frustrate the issue and
scare people, still no one, not even in this
exchange'—— and I haye é great deal of respect for

you; I'm aware of your tremendous background, your

\family's background in advancing civil rights for

all -- but even you, today} can't or won't provide_

me with a legal definition of how these districts -
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pack blacks. And, sir, I would submit to you the

reason that you don't is that you can't, because it
doesn't.

REP. HACKNEY: Mr. Chairman, may I follow
up on that point? .

REP. DOLLAR: If you'll hold for just
a -- just a moment, because your name is next on
the list, and we'll get to you.

REP. HACKNEY: That was on the point -;
that very point, and I hope you'll let me come back
to it.

REP. DOLLAR: We'll come back to that. I
would just point out another aspect of what was
asked. There was -- there is a contact list, I
believe it's well over 300 individual and groups
and leaders in the minority community that has been
utilized to send information out and to request
information béck. And it's my understanding that's
a very similar list that was -- has been utilized
in -- in the past to -- to try to facilitate the
dialogue for communities in the -- in the process.

Rep. Hackney?

REP. HACKNEY: Rep. Lewis, I'm aware and
you're aware that cgﬁes regarding retrogression by

packing have been cited to you over and over again.
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They've been cited by Professor Joyner from the
NCCU Law School. uThey are Miller against Johnson
and Voinovich versus Quilter, both of which clearly
set oqt that, under certain circumstances, the
packing of African-Americans into districts can be
retrogression. Are you aware that those cases have
been cited to you? And if so, why do you keep
saying nobody has cited you any cases?

REP. LEWIS: Mr. Chairman, I'd like to
request that all of the three cases that the
gentleman just referred to, along with a summary,
be produced as quickly as possible and be passed
out. I do not believe the gentleman's information
is —- is accurate. Perhaps, if_it is read, then we
wi;l’at least.kﬂqw which one of us i; wrong;

REP. HACKNEY: Well, it - |

REP. DOLLAR: I will instruct the staff
té so work on those and --

REP. HACKNEY: Did --

REP. DOLLAR: -- copies of those cases
for_the commiptée members.

REP. HACKNEY:. Can I.follow up?

REB..DOLLAR: Fol;ow—up.

_BEP. HACKNEY: The -- did‘you -- are you

indicating that the committee or the people who
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draw the maps from the chair were not aware of the
principles of Miller against Johnéon and Voinovich
versus Quilter? Would.that be the case?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, I would -- I
would reply to that by saying that I do not believe
your interpretation of those cases to be correct.

REP. HACKNEY: All right.

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: May I -- may I -- I want .
to go to a different subject. So, Mr. Chairman,
you decide whether I continue or come back.

REP. DOLLAR: Continue.

REP. HACKNEY: There was talk, Mr.
Chairman, this morning in the Senate Committee,
which I attended, about a -- a study of racially
cohesive majority véting behavior in North
C;rolina. And ;hen,ias I understand it, the -- the
fact that, somewhere in North Carolina, in probably
more places than one, there is racially cohesive
majority voting.behavior was then used to justify
treating all of{North Carolina as a Section 2 area,
and then to go from there to a mandate for a 51
percent African-American percentage.

So my first question -- my first question

is, was there any localized study with respect to-
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racially cohesive majority voting behavior in North
Carolina, or was it a -- simply a statewide study?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, the -- it's my
understanding -- and I apologize. I was trying to
obtain some clarification when you -- when you were
asking your question. I hope you will forgive me.
Would you repeat what you asked, sir? I do
apologize. I missedeﬁat you said.

REP. HACKNEY: I probably could state it
more clearly, and I'll try to this time.

.Let me start out by saying that the -- as'
I think everybody is aware of the main case on
Section 2 is the Gingles case, which came out of
North Carolina. And; of course, Section 2 applies
to the -- to the whole United States of America and,}
t6 all of North Carolina. |

But for itito have any application to
voting rights and construction of districts, there
has to be three findings. And one of those three
findings is a his;ory_of racially cohesive majority
voting behavior by the majority, sufficient to
prevent the election,of the minority group's
favorite candidates.

Sc you have to have a showing before

Section 2 applies. And my question is, did you do
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any studies pefore that are localized in nature to
show racially polarized voting, or was there
simply, as I understood from the Senate Committee
this morning, a statewide RPV study, as they call
it?

REP. LEWIS: Thank you for that
clarification, Rep. Hackney. The study that was
referenced in the Senate this morning ~-- and I
apologize for not béing able to recall the name of
the authors -- but the study that was referenced in
the Senate this -- this morning is the only one
that I am aware of.

| REP. DOLLAR: 1If -- if I.can interject
for a moment. I do understand. I believe it's
part of the record, the study by Dr. Brunell, which
is a county—by—county‘study.v

ﬁEP. HACKNEY: And -- may I follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. HACKNEY: So in areas like Forsyth
and Mecklenburg, which are not on the vote --
Section 5 of tﬁe Voting Rights Act, they're not VRA
counties, there would have to be a -- such a
f;nding before you could apply Section 2
principles, remedial principles, to those counties?

Is -- am I accurate in your understanding of that?
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REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, my answer

remains much the same as it has been. In order to
foreclose the opportunity for any Section 2
lawsuits, and also for the simplicity of this
conversation, we elected to draw the VRA districts
at 50 percent plus one, which we feel, based on
legal counsel, is the law.

REP. HACKNEY: And --

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. HACKNEY: And you elected to do it.
also in non-VRA districts, as I understand it,
which you characterized as Section 2 districts,
even though there has been no finding under the
Gingles case. 1Is it'—; would that be accurate
alSo?

REP. LEWIS: I apologize, Rep. Hackney.
I don't —;'I don't follow what you're asking.

REP. HACKNEY: Well, you said you --

you -- you contend it's the law that every VRA
district has to be 51 -- 50 plus -- 50 percent plus
one. And you've said that in yesterday, so -- so

it's straight on the record.
And my question is, the districts like
the ones in Mecklenburg and Forsyth, where -- which

are not VRA districts, not Section 5 districts, you
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contend you could do it there because they might be
Section 2 districts. 1Is that accurate?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, my remarks on
this issue honestly exhaust as much information as
I can provide to you. All of -- every district,
these 120 that you have before you, have been drawn

to the very best of our ability to comply with the

law.

REP. DOLLAR: Rep. Daughtry.

REP. DAUGHTRY: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.
I was wondering if -- is it not true that the bill

before us i§ what we're taking up, and is there
going to be time when we discuss this bill and vote
on it?

REP. DOLLAR: Yes. . And I do'believe we
are ip,'Rep. Daughgry, in the process of discussing
this bill. . Rep. Lucas?

REP.ZLUCAS: Thank.you, Mr. Chair. I was
neéligent in'not‘genérating a folloQ—up to the
response'of the éfevious question that I raised
eé;ly on. The fgspon%g ;hat I received, and this
is not necessarily dir;cted at Rep. Lewis; it's
dirgcted at anyoné whb possibly may be able‘to
generate a response. l

But the response received was that we're
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trying to prevent lawsuits. I'm understanding that
communication has- gone out to over 300 individuals
and organizations within the minority community,
and I'm sure thét there has been dialogue on some
of those;-

The question that I have is, among those
responses, has anyone indicated dissatisfaction
with the current percentages in the VR counties?
And if so, are you aware of any complaints or any
potential plaintiffs in a lawsuit?

REP. LEWIS: Thank you for that question,:
Rep. Lucas. Unfortunately, I think there ére
plaintiffs apleﬁty in this state who afe looking
f;r an opportunity to challenge these fair and
legal maps once'they're adopted. And North
Carolina, as‘fou know, has a long history of
litigating redistricting matters, and we have tried
to precludé.and foreclose every door that we can
that.can be used to atfack‘maps that are fair.

REP. DOLLAR: Further questions from the
committee? Rep. Rapp.

REP. RAPP: . Thank you, Mr. Chair. And,
again, this is to follow up on conversations we had
yesterday in -- in the committee. And I was asked

yesterday, Rep. Lewis, what -- you know, who are
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some of the drafters and consultants and folks
working in the -- on the plan. And one of the
persons you had identified, and it was a name that,
frankly, didn't mean anything to me until I begin
reading the news today. It was a Thomas Hofeller.
Is that -- is that ﬁow you pronounce his name? Can |
you spend a little time with us and talk about how
much input, how influential he was in that? I have:
some follow-up questions as wella

REP. LEWIS: Tom Hofeller is a well-known
and respected map drawer. And I really don't have
anything else to add.

REP. RAPP: Would -- follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. RAPP: Yep. Thank you, Mr. Chair.

Is -- is Mr. Hofeller is beiné paid --
excuse me. ' Is he being paid by the Republican
Party? 1Is he paying -- being paid by taxpayer
money?

REP. LEWIS: Rer. Rapp, I assume that he
is being paid with taxpayer money through the
attorney-client relationshié that we have
established and discussed yesterday, which is
modeled upon the;attofney—client relationship

created in 1991 by Speaker Dan Blue.
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I can speak that the $60,000 appropriated

to the Legislative Black Caucus to produce maps to
be viewed is, and was, paid by the taxpayers and
that there have been no maps produced.

There are other names have been floating
around. I would hate to speculate on them.

REP. RAPP: Follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up, yes.

REP. RAPP: Well, my -- is it =-- with
our -- since -- since Mr. Hofeller has had input
into this map, is it -- will he be at all appearing
before this committee or will he be here to be
ayailable to the General Aséembly néxé week?

| REP. LEWIS: Rep. Rapp, Mr. Hofeller was
retained and employed by the outsidebcounsel and is -
not an employee of the General Assembly, and the
Short answer is no. -

REé. DOLLAR: Follow-up?

REP. RAPP;' Follow-up. Néw, let me be
ciear. Tﬂe pay for this individual is coming from
the General Assembly; is that correét?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Rapp, there are no
checks to my knowledge that have been issued to Mr.;‘
Hofelle; from the Genéral Assembly. As I have

explained, he was retained by the counsel that has
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been retained by the leadgrship.

So, yes, in terms of every dollar that
the General Assembly spends is, in fact, taxpayer
money. And I wish we were a little more cognizant
of that in some of the things that are proposed and
brdught up in these chambers. But he is not an
employee and, no, he will not be here.

REP. DOLLAR: In the spirit of Rep.
Daughtry's question a moment ago, are there any
amendments that members are wishing to offer here
in committee that you would like to offer at this
time? Seeing no - sgeing none at the -- I would
recogpize Rep. Hackney.

REP. HACKNEY: Rep. Lewis, I'd like to go
back to your answer about the Brunell racially
polarized voting study. Those who have looked at
it tell me that it is not at all a county-by-county
study where racially.polarized voting was done --
analyzed, say, in Durham County or Mecklenburg
County, but actually it was done -- analyzed on a
statewide basis. Do you wish to amend your answer
on that?y

REP. LEWIS;- Rep; Hackney, I would -- to
the best of my knowledge, that was actually

Chairman Dollar who spoke to that point. But, no,
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I don't think there's any need. The people that

have -- as your people have reviewed it for you,
mine have reviewed it for me, and I'm content
with -- with -- with my reply.

REP. HACKNEY: Can I follow up, Mr.
Chair?

REP. DOLLAR: Well, let me also just
note. It's my understanding or my recollection
that you folks are the attorneys, not me, but there
was a Section 2 liability finding for Wake,
Mecklenburg, and Forsyth Counties in the Gingles
case, and of course, that case has not been
overturned: Féllow—qp.

REP. HACKNEY: W=1ll, then, of course, the
finding was décades aéo, so it has no relevance
to -- to this. v

But‘my -- my question is this, did the
Brunell RPV §tudy provide any specific
récommendations to develop.SQ percent -- 50 percent
districts statewide? In other.words, was that
contained in the study? |

REP. LEWIS: . My response to that, Rep.
Hackney,.is Fhat I doh't knoQ, but it is
irrelevant, as that is our understanding of the law

as affirmed by ‘the Supreme Court.
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REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. HACKNEY: And I'd like to return to
our discussion about,packing. Just -- it's my
understanding that y'all actually did cite in an
earlier - one of --one of your epistles that you
read out, the Voinovich.case. I'd just like to
read a couple of sentences from it.

"The practice challenged here" -- this isf
a qﬁote from the United States Supreme Court. "The
practice chéllenged here, the creation of majority—;
minority distric£s, does not invariably minimize or
ﬁaximize m}nority voting stréngth. Instead, it can.
have eithéf efféct or neither. On tﬁe one hand,
creatiﬁg majority black districts necessarily
leaves fewer black voters, and therefofe,
diminishes black votef influence in predominantly
white districts. On the other hand, the creation
of majority blqck districts can enhance’the
influence of black vé@ers. "Placing black voters in
a district in which they constitute é sizeable, andb'
tﬂerefore, safe majority, ensureé tﬁey're able to
elect candidates of their choice. Which effect the
practice has, if any at all, depends on entirely on
the facts and circumstances of each case."

And ﬁy question is, in light of the plain
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[

language of the Voinovich case, did you pay any
attention to the outcry from the African-American
community, practically uniform in the public
hearings, against increasing African-American
percentage.in these districts?

REP. LEWIS: Rep. Hackney, we paid great
attention to the law, as it is understood byrme,
and we have produced 120 fair and legal districts.
You have them before you.

Again, the question of packing comes up.

I appreciate the cite of the case that you made. I}

will go back and read the case again. But even in
the citation that you made, there is no legal
definition provided. We went by the only legal
définition thaf we have. .

REP. HACKNEY: And the --

REP. DéLLAR: HFollow—up?

REP. HACKNEY: And what -- where is that
fépnd and located theﬁ, just so I can go back and
I;—- I canigo back ana read also? Maybe we'll come
toﬁa uniform conclusiéﬁ.

REP._LEWISQ Speaker Hackney, I
believe -- and i apologize, i didn't bring my big
notebook tonight. I believe the case in which I'm

referring was -- it was either Strickland versus
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Bartlett or Bartlett versus -- Bartlett versus
Strickland, which was decided by the North Carolina
Supreme Court and affirmed by the U.S. Supreme
Court.

REP. HACKNEY: And -- follow-up?

REP. DOLLAR: Follow-up.

REP. HACKNEY: So that is the only case
you are relying on, a Section 2 case, which has
nothing to do with the Section 5 Voting Rights Act;

July 27, 2011

The House Committee on Redistricting met in Committee Room 643 to
consider Senate Bill 453, Rucho-Lewis Congress 2A and Senate Bill 455,
Rucho Senate 1.

Representative Nelson Dollar called the meeting to order at 10:00 am.

Representative David Lewis presented Rucho Senate 2 map to the

committee. Following questions and discussion by members Rep. Lewis

Representative Roger West asked that the proposed committee substitute
be put before them, Rucho-Lewis Congress 3 map. Representative Lewis
explained the committee substitute and the differences in the 2A and 3
maps.

Representative Tim Moffitt offered an amendment that would alter the 10"
and 11 Congressional Districts. Following explanation a vote was taken

and the amendment was defeated in a roll call vote 17-23.
