SECTION 1.1.  A. Graham Shirley of the Third Judicial District is appointed as a 7 

Special Superior Court Judge for a term expiring January 1, 2032. 8 

SECTION 1.2.  Montell W. Irvin of Wake County is appointed to the North Carolina 9 

Turnpike Authority for a term expiring January 13, 2029. 10 

SECTION 1.3.  Effective March 1, 2025, Pamela T. Thompson of Alamance County 11 

and Benjamin Curtis of Rockingham County are appointed to the Governor's Crime Commission 12 

for terms expiring February 28, 2027. 13 

SECTION 1.4.  Effective July 1, 2025, Michael C. Brown of New Hanover County 14 

is appointed to the Local Government Commission for a term expiring June 30, 2029. 15 

SECTION 1.5.(a)  Katherine Martin of Wake County is appointed to the North 16 

Carolina Child Care Commission for a term expiring June 30, 2026. 17 

SECTION 1.5.(b)  Terra Flint of Rockingham County is appointed to the North 18 

Carolina Child Care Commission for a term expiring June 30, 2025, to fill the unexpired term of 19
